In compliance to the Commission directions, compensation was provided to the appellant out of funds of the public authority vide cheque no. 289353 dated 16.03.2015. Also, the present PIO submitted his response to the show cause notice,  which was taken on record and in its light further proceeding on the same are dropped. 



However, the respondent PIO during whose tenure the RTI application was filed and information was delayed and denied failed to turn up despite issue of bailable warrants twice and issue of show cause notice.

                    In brief, the RTI application was filed on 11.07.2014.Since there was no response, the appellant approached the first appellate authority on 19.08.2014 and on not getting proper response, he approached the Commission on 14.10.2014. Consequently, the Commission issued notice of hearing and the case was listed before undersigned bench on 03.12.2014. Since neither the PIO nor has representative preferred to attend the proceedings of the Commission, a show cause notice was issued on 03.12.2014 itself u/s 20(1) of the RTI Act  and the case was deferred to 16.12.2014.

Again the PIO preferred to abstain and failed to depute anybody from his office to attend the proceedings and that too without intimation to the Commission on 16.12.2014 , forcing the Commission to issue bailable warrants against the PIO cum District Transport Officer N.S. Brar and the case was deferred to 08.01.2015. Again, the PIO did not turn up forcing the Commission to issue yet another bailable warrants against PIO.

        
  
 When the case came up for hearing on 19.02.2015, a representative of the PIO stated during the hearing that Mr. N.S Brar has been transferred while the new incumbent provided the information.

       
   
 Since the information had been delayed and denied during the period which Mr. N.S. Brar had been the PIO cum DTO and he had preferred not to attend the proceedings of the Commission, nor respond to the show cause, the Commission again issued  bailable warrants at his new positing i.e N.S.  Brar, SDM, Amloh, District Fatehgarh Sahib and he was directed to the present today.

    

 Again, Mr. N.S. Brar failed to turn up. On the hand, the representative of the new incumbent PIO stated that Mr. Brar had demitted office on superannuation.

  
 
 Evidently, Mr. NS Bar has been dodging the Commission and has nothing to say on the delay and denial of information. Already, the Commission has given him ample opportunity and now the Commission is constrained to invoke penal provisions u/s 20(i) and impose a penalty of Rs 25,000/- ( Twenty Five Thousand only).
For compliance of penalty. the case is adjourned to 08.04.2015 at 10.00 A.M.
