ORDER



On the last date of hearing, held on 30.07.2015, Sh. Kulwant Singh Mangat, who is 
Superintendant-cum-PIO of office of Secretary, Department of Health and Family Welfare, (Branch – 3,) Chandigarh was directed to submit a reply in the shape of affidavit to clarify certain queries. 
PIO of office of Principal Secretary, Health and Family Welfare, Branch - 1, Punjab, 
Chandigarh and PIO of office of the Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab, Chandigarh, were impleaded  as parties in this case.
 Sh. Jasbir Singh Dhanoa, Superintendant-cum-PIO of office of Principal Secretary, 
Health and Family Welfare, Branch – 1, was also directed to represent this case in person or through his representative.
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Sh. Mangat, PIO-cum-Superintendent, who appeared on behalf of the PIO of 

office of Secretary, Department of Health and Family Welfare, Branch – 3,  in today’s hearing, submits a reply vide letter no. 565939/2 dated 18.08.2015 showing that the requisite information
has already been supplied to the appellant Sh. Varun vide letter dated 18.08.2015 through registered post. It is taken on record.

Sh. Mangat also submits a reply dated 17.09.2015 in the shape of an affidavit. It is 
also taken on record.

Sh. Jasbir Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, who appeared on behalf of the PIO of 

office of Secretary, Department of Health and Family Welfare, Branch – 1,  in today’s hearing, also submits a reply dated 10.09.2015. It is also taken on record.

Sh. Rajesh Sood, Sr. Assistant, who appeared on behalf of the PIO of office of 
Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab, in today’s hearing, submits a reply vide letter no. 7059-60 dated 31.08.2015 showing that the requisite information has already been supplied to the appellant, Sh. Varun vide letter no. 7058 dated 31.08.2015 through registered post. It is also taken on record.
It is a common submission of  the above mentioned officials that the requisite 
information has been given to the appellant Sh. Varun. As the information sought for by him  was old and hence, it took some time to dig out the old record and trace out the same.
They also admitted that the delay has occurred in supplying the requisite 

information to the appellant. They also clarified that the delay in supplying the requisite 

information to the appellant was neither intentional nor due to inefficiency on their part.
They also claimed that they made all the efforts to trace out the information from 
different wings of the Health department and when they managed to trace out the requisite information, the same was supplied to the appellant without no time.
They also pleaded that even though the delay is not with malafide intention on their 

part, they tendered their unqualified and unconditional apology for the same.

The appellant Sh. Varun, who appeared in person in today’s hearing, gives in 
writing that  he has received the requisite information and is satisfied with the same.
After considering the pleadings, made by the representatives of the respondent 

PIOs concerned and respondent PIO concerned in today’ s hearing, we are of the view that the respondent PIO concerned have not made any delay in supplying the information to the appellant with malafide intention and hence no penal action is required to be taken against them. However, respondent PIOs are cautioned to be more careful in future in dealing with the  RTI applications filed by the applicants and supply the required information to the information-seekers within stipulated time as per provisions of the RTI Act. They are also directed to perform his duties/responsibilities assigned to him under the provisions of the RTI Act as per law. 
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In view of the above,  the case is disposed of and closed.
