This case was filed in the Commission  under Section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 vide diary No.7441 dated 2.6.2008 against the PIO-cum-Secretary-Shri Balwinder Singh, Naveen Gobindpura Cooperative Society Ltd., Village Gobindpura, District Bhatinda.  Notice was issued to the parties.  However, on 8.6.2011 when the case came up for hearing, none appeared on behalf of the respondent-PIO.  The complainant submitted that the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP No.19224/2006 decided on 9.5.2011 and other related Civil Writ Petitions has held that the Cooperative Societies registered under the Punjab Cooperative Societies Act are public authorities within the meaning of Section 2(h) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and therefore, the respondent-PIO is legally bound to furnish the information.  It was pleaded by the complainant that the information has not been furnished and there is no stay order in the matter by any superior court.
2.

A fresh notice was issued to the respondent for 30.6.2011 but again none appeared.  Therefore, another notice was issued for 29.7.2011 when Shri Balwinder Singh, PIO-cum-Secretary of the respondent-society appeared and stated that he has received the notice from the Commission for the first time for hearing on 29.7.2011 and therefore, he could not attend the proceedings of this case on previous dates.  He also pleaded that he has not received a copy of the RTI request dated 29.3.2008 submitted by the present complainant to the PIO-cum-Secretary.  Therefore, a copy of RTI request of the complainant was also handed over to the respondent and the case was adjourned to 25.8.2011 when the respondent, however, again absented himself without any intimation.  The counsel for the complainant pleaded that the information had not been furnished to him.  Therefore, it was deemed fit to issue a notice under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 to Shri Balwinder Singh PIO-cum-Secretary to show cause why penalty should not be imposed for non-furnishing of the information to the complainant.  The case was adjourned to 14.9.2011 to enable the PIO to file his reply. However, on 14.9.2011, the respondent was absent without intimation and no reply was filed by him to the show cause notice issued under Section 20 of the Act.  The case was, therefore, adjourned to 17.10.2011 
2.

Today again the PIO-cum-Secretary-Shri Balwinder Singh is absent without any intimation.  The notices issued to him on various dates have not been returned by the Postal Authorities undelivered.  It is, therefore, presumed that these were duly received by him.

3.

In any case, Shri Balwinder Singh, PIO-cum-Secretary was present in person on 29.7.2011 and he is fully aware of the present complaint proceedings before the Commission.  His absence therefore, seems to be willful. Given the circumstances and facts of this case, I deem it appropriate to issue bailable warrant for production of Shri Balwinder Singh, PIO-cum-Secretary in exercise of powers conferred on me under Section 18(3) and other provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and Civil Procedures Code, 1908 with the direction that Shri Balwinder Singh shall appear on the next date of hearing and produce all the relevant record pertaining to the three queries of the information-seeker dated 29.3.2008, a copy of which was furnished to him by the Commission on 29.7.2011.  A copy of this order shall be endorsed to the Senior Superintendent of Police, Bathinda with the direction to execute the bailable warrant on 
Shri Balwinder Singh, PIO-cum-Secretary for appearance and production of record before the Commission on 12.12.2011 at 10.30 A.M.
