Some additional information has been provided but still five colleges namely Mata Gujri College, Fatehgarh Sahib, A.S. College, Khanna, Khalsa College for Women, Civil Line, Ludhiana, D.A.N. College of Education, Nawan Shahar and Shri Guru Tegh Bahadur Khalsa College for Girls, Shri Anandpur Sahib have not furnished the information inspite of request from Director Public Instructions (Colleges), Punjab, Chandigarh both in writing as well as on telephone.  It is also pointed out by the complainant that information provided by Dr. Balwant Singh Malhi, Sikh National College, Kadian, District Gurdaspur is sketchy without giving details and it is only for three years and years concerned are not being mentioned to which it relates.  It is pleaded by the complainant that this is a fit case in which action should be taken under Section 5(5) of Right to Information Act, 2005.  I am inclined to agree with the complainant if the information is not provided by these colleges for taking action against these colleges.  Shri Avtar Singh, Senior Assistant will furnish the name of the principals of these five colleges.  A copy of this order will also go to the principals of the above said colleges and they should be personally present on the next date of hearing and explain why action should not be taken against them under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 for not providing the information.

In the meantime additional information provided by Shri Jasbir Singh, APIO can be studied by the complainant so that we can arrive at final conclusion on the next date of hearing.

Commodore V.K. Puri, Secretary, Red Cross, Punjab, Chandigarh has provided the details of amounts received from various colleges for the last three years to the Commission as well as to the complainant.  Complainant can go through the same and report whether he is satisfied or not.
