   The appellant is absent today, whereas the SPIO has come present. 

   The appellant has sent an e-mail to the Commission and submitted that he is 

unable to appear before the Commission for today. 

  The SPIO stated that the reply was sent to the appelnat vide letter no.9784 dated

  So, the present appeal case is disposed of and closed with the observation that 

in case the appellant wants to get the information then he should deposit the assessed fee of  

Rs.15,73,878/- with the office of the SPIO within 20 days and the SPIO is further directed that in 

case the appellant would deposit the amount of assessed fee, then he should provide the 

attested copies of sought for information to the appellant within 10 days from the deposit of 

assessed fee.
