The respondent submits that acting on the RTI application dated 27-07-2011 of the information seeker, a response was sent to him on 04-08-2011.


He states that the information seeker file an appeal with the First Appellate Authority dated 22-08-2011 in which he claimed that information supplied to him was incomplete. 


Before the First Appellate Authority could have taken a decision on the appeal of the information seeker, the PIO supplied the requisite information to the appellant to make up the deficiencies as shown by the appellant in his appeal. 

The appellant is absent from today’s hearing without any intimation to the Commission. 


The appellant is advised to go through the information supplied to him, identify the deficiencies, if any, and point out the same to the PIO in writing within 15 days from today and the PIO is directed to remove the same before the next date of hearing.
