4.  The Bench, on perusal of the affidavit, finds that the contents of the affidavit are in order and  

 in consonance with the directions given by the Bench vide orders dated 30.11.2021.  

5.   In view of the above, the Bench does not feel need for further intervention in the mater. The 

instant appeal case is disposed off and closed.
