The respondent-PIO is cautioned to be careful in future in dealing with RTI 

applications filed by the applicants and supply the required information to the information-seekers within stipulated time as per provisions of the RTI Act. He is also directed to perform his duties/responsibilities assigned to him under the provisions of the RTI Act with utmost care. 



After going through the oral-submissions and written reply dated 18.06.2014, 
made by the respondent-PIO, we found that the explanation given by him is genuine. In view of the explanation, the show-cause issued to him is dropped.

In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.
