ORDER
1. Aggrieved with the order dated 20.02.2015 on his RTI application dated 28.01.2014 in Appeal Case no. 2306 of 2014, a complaint has been filed in the Commission on 23.04.2015 under Section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act) by the complainant.
2. Notice was issued to the parties for hearing for 18.06.2015.
3. The complainant states that he has obtained the information on filing second appeal in the Commission in Appeal Case no. 306 of 2014 which was disposed of on 20.02.2015. He further adds that he has filed complaint against the order in AC No.2306 of 2014 against the respondents for providing him information after considerable delay.  
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He also adds that he had submitted before the Commission to penalize the respondent for delay in providing the information and causing harassment to him but the Commission did not penalize the respondent. He pleads that, on account of this complaint, the Commission should penalize the respondent who has been let off by the Commission in Appeal Case no. 2306 of 2014. 

4. The respondent states that reply to the Notice of the Commission has already been sent vide letter no. 216-RTI dated 17.06.2015 mentioning therein that the information in this case has already been provided in Appeal Case no. 2306 of 2014 which has been disposed of on 20.02.2015.

5. After hearing both the parties, it is observed that on not getting the information, a second appeal was filed in the Commission in Appeal Case no.2306 of 2014. This appeal stands disposed of by the Commission’s order dated 20.02.2015. The instant complaint has been filed by the complainant on the ground that the respondent was not penalized in order dated 20.02.2015 in Appeal Case no. 2306 of 2014. There is no provision in the RTI Act, 2005 whereby this Commission can review its own order  which is passed after the hearing of the parties. The Commission is not empowered to review the order dated 20.02.2015 in Appeal Case no. 2306 of 2014. As such, the instant complaint seeking review of Commission’s order dated 20.02.2015 is hereby closed and disposed of.

ORDER
1. The appellant states that he is not satisfied with the reply of the respondent that the complaint is still under investigation. He further states that the information should be given to him justifying the reason of not completing the inquiry and the progress of the case in this inquiry till date should be provide to him.  He refers to Hon'ble  Delhi High Court decision dated 03.12.2007 in WP© 3114/2007, Bhagat Singh Vs CIC & Anrs. which had held that –



  "Access to information, under Section 3 of the Act, is the rule and exemptions under Section 8, the exception.  Section 8 being a restriction on this 
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fundamental right, must therefore is to be strictly construed. It should not be interpreted in manner as to shadow the very right itself. Under Section 8, exemption from releasing information is granted if it would impede the process of investigation or the prosecution of the offenders. It is apparent that the mere existence of an investigation proves cannot be a ground for refusal of the information; the authority withholding information must show satisfactory reasons as to why the release of such information would hamper the investigation process. Such reasons should be germane, and the opinion of the process being hampered should be reasonable and based on some material. Sans this consideration, Section 8(1)(h) and other such provisions would become a haven for dodging demands for information".                  
2. The respondent states that the investigation in this case is being done by ACP of Gill jurisdiction. He further states that the appellant can approach the investigating officer in this case and put forward his request. 
3. After hearing both the parties, the respondent is hereby directed to justify as to why the information regarding progress of this case cannot be provided to the appellant qua the exemption sought under Section 8 (1)(h). Written submission in this regard should be sent to the Commission before the next date of hearing with copy to the appellant. On the request of both the parties, the matter is adjourned for further hearing on 23.07.2015 at 02:00 P.M. at Chandigarh.
