ORDER 
 This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 10.6.2021.  

2. The appellant has sought the following information:- 

 
2. The appellant states that the respondent-Public Information Officer has supplied the 

unattested copy of the information. He also states that he has received the complete 

information except the information related to 150 blocks of the state concerning Point No. 3 

which has not been supplied by the respondent-Public Information Officer. However, the 

representative of the respondents certified the copy of information so supplied to the 

appellant during the course of hearing. With regard to the information pertaining to Point  
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No. 3 of the RTI application related to all the blocks of the Punjab as stated by the appellant, 

the representative of the respondents showed his inability to supply the information as the 

information has to be collected from all the Blocks of the Punjab state. 

3. It is appropriate to consider the instructions issued by the Ministry of Personnel, 

Public Grievances & Pensions, Department of Personnel & Training No. 10/2/2008-IR dated 

12.6.2008 to transfer the RTI application of the appellant under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 

2005 to ‘public authority’ and not to the ‘public authorities’. 

4. Accordingly, it is not appropriate to direct the respondent authority to transfer the 

RTI application of the appellant to all the Public Information Officers of all the Blocks of 

Punjab state. As far as the other information is concerned, the same has already been 

supplied to the appellant and the appellant is satisfied with the same. Therefore, the 

Commission observes that no further action is required to be taken in this case. Hence, the 

case is disposed of and closed.

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certified the copies of information pertaining to point No. 1 & 2 of the RTI application and 

Sh. Lehambar Dass, Supdt certified the copies of information pertaining to Point No. 3 of the 

RTI application during the course of hearing.  

3. Accordingly, the Commission observes that  no further action is required to be taken 

in this case as the complete information has already been supplied to the appellant. Hence, 

the case is disposed of and closed.

5. Keeping in view the above, the Commission observes that no further action is 

required to be taken in this case. Hence, the case is disposed of and closed. However, a 

liberty is granted to the complainant to approach the Commission within 10 days in case of 

any submissions.
