This case was last heard on 16.05.2016 in which none on behalf of the Respondent was present, as a result of which, a show-cause notice was served on the PIO-respondent and the case was adjourned for today, i.e. 18.07.2016.

During course of hearing today, appellant is present, but none is present on behalf of the respondents today on second consecutive date of hearing. Appellant stated that no information has been provided to him till date intentionally and willfully and thus, respondent has not complied with the directions of the Commission.

Heard the appellant at length. Commission has taken a serious view on the irresponsible attitude of the respondent. In this view of the matter, I am convinced that it would be in the fitness of things that the appellant is suitably compensated for the detriment and financial loss suffered on account of the hearings which the appellant had to attend before the Commission. In the facts and circumstances of the case, I award him a sum of Rs.2000/-(Rupees Two thousand only) under section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005 as compensation. It is clarified that this amount of the compensation shall be paid by the respondent by way of cheque to the information seeker before the next date of hearing and I also direct the PIO-respondent to appear in person as to why the complete information has not
been provided to the appellant which should be provided to him before the next date of hearing failing

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which the action regarding penalty shall be taken against the PIO under section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005.
