The case was last heard on 19.06.2017, when  again both the parties were not  present.  However, a letter dated 19.06.2017 was received from the complainant through e-mail informing that he was unable to attend hearing due to  ill health. He  further informed that the respondent first time supplied incomplete and misleading information on 12.01.2017 after 100 days and remaining information had not been provided till date. He  also informed that after  the directions issued by the Commission vide order dated 20.03.2017, he visited  the office of the PIO  a number of times to inspect the record but he was not provided access to the record on one pretext or the other.

None was present on behalf of the respondents during third consecutive hearing  without any intimation nor the remaining information had been provided to the complainant. Viewing the callous and arrogant attitude of the PIO seriously, a Show-Cause Notice was issued to Shri Parveen Kumar, PIO-cum-Sub Registrar-cum-Tehsildar, Dera Bassi to explain reasons through a duly attested affidavit to explain reasons as to why a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day, subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed upon him for the delay in the 
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supply of complete information. He was also afforded an opportunity of personal hearing, on the next date of hearing, in the interest of natural justice before taking any action and in  case he did not appear on the next date of hearing, Bailable Warrant would  be issued against him.  The case was adjourned for today.

As per the orders of the Commission issued on the last date of hearing,  Shri Parveen Kumar Singla, Tehsildar Dera Bassi, is present today. He submits a duly attested affidavit explaining in detail the reasons for delay. Regarding his absence during hearings in this case, he has stated in the affidavit  that dates 24.04.2017, 15.05.2017 and 19.06.2017 fixed for hearing by the Commission were not communicated to him by Shri Vijay Kumar, the then Registration Clerk. He informs that the requisite information has already been supplied to the complainant on 09.01.2017 in the court and Inquiry Report has been supplied on 20.03.2017.

The complainant is not present. However, a letter dated 19.07.2017 has been received from him through e-mail informing that he has sent deficiencies in the provided information to the respondent PIO vide his letter dated 18.04.2017.
