The appellant, Sh. Anil Vij, who appeared in person in today’s hearing, states that 
no information has been supplied to him by the respondent PIO so far. He also alleges that the respondent PIO is harassing him deliberately and causing the delay in supplying the requisite information to him. He also demands that penal action should be taken against the concerned respondent PIO. He also demands that suitable compensation be awarded to him as per provisions of the RTI Act.
Sh. Gurmej Singh, Under Secretary-cum-PIO, who appeared in person in today’s 
hearing, states that a reply vide letter no. 21/PIO/2014/842 dated 20.01.2015 has already been sent to the appellant, Sh. Anil Vij. 

In that letter the information was denied to the appellant under Section 8 (1) (h) of 

the RTI Act.


Sh. Gurmej Singh states that from his side the same reply stands today also. He also states that he has replied this according to the order of the Hon’ble Speaker.
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He also states that First Appellate Authority has also decided the matter on 13.04.2015. 



The order dated 13.04.2015 of the First Appellate Authority reads as under :


“ The appellant has sought information with regard to attested copies of noting 
portion and correspondence regarding the information sought by Chandigarh Police and the information supplied by the Punjab Vidhan Sabha Secretariat in relation to FIR No. 25 of 2009 since September, 2014 till today.

Relevant facts emerged during the hearing :
The information sought by the appellant is covered  under the exempted category of the Section 8 (1) (h) of the RTI Act, 2005 which reads as under :




“  8. Exemption from disclosure of Information – 

1. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, there shall be no obligation to give any citizen






(h)
information which would impede the process of investigation or 







apprehension or  prosecution of offenders.






The Hon’ble Speaker, Punjab Vidhan Sabha, keeping in view the above said section of Act denied to provide the information to appellant about which the appellant was informed about this decision vide letter no. 21/PIO/2014/842 dated 20.01.2015.






The appellant again insisted on the point that the information be given to him describing it as a very simple information just as correspondence between two departments since it has already been given to my opponent.






PIO has stated that no information has been supplied by the  Punjab Vidhan Sabha Secretariat un relation to FIR NO. 25 of 2009 since September, 2014 till today.





After hearing both the parties and in the light of the Section 8 91) (h) of the Act and orders of the Hon’ble Speaker, Punjab Vidhan Sabha and also after going through the complete file, I hereby do agree with the decision of the PIO taken on this regard.






In the light of the facts mentioned above, the appeal is disposed of.”




After hearing the parties concerned and perusing the documents placed on record, 
a question was posed to Sh. Gurmej Singh, Under Secretary-cum-PIO of office of Punjab Vidhan Sabha Secretariat, Chandigarh that as to why information was denied to the information seeker under Section 8 (1) (h) of the RTI Act without explaining that as to how disclosure of the information is going to affect the process of investigation or apprehension or prosecution of offenders.
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To this question, he replied that as the FIR, in connection of which information has sought by Sh. Vij, has been registered against him on the order of the Hon’ble Speaker of Punjab Vidhan Sabha and hence this matter was placed before him. He added that the Hon’ble Speaker of Punjab Vidhan Sabha has refused to give this information to the information seeker by invoking exemption given under Section 8 (1) (h) of the RTI Act.




When asked as to how Hon’ble Speaker of Punjab Vidhan Sabha could step into the shoe of the PIO as defined in the RTI Act and could deal with the RTI request of any information seeker in the capacity of PIO as per provisions of the RTI Act. Sh. Gurmej Singh could not come out with any reply on this issue.




Sh. Gurmej Singh has placed a reply, which has been received in the Commission vide Diary No. 20970 dated 14.08.2015, on record.




He has relied upon its earlier decisions in Shri Gobind Jha Vs Army Hqurs (CIC/80/2006/0039 dated 01.06.2006) and Sh. D. L. Chandok Vs Central Warehousing Corporation (Appeal No. 121/ICPP/2006 dated 09.10.06, CIC in Appeal no. 243/ICPB/2006  F. No. PBA/06/237  and Appeal No. 244/IVPB/2006  F. Mo. PBA/06/238 December 27, 2006 (Mr. Sarvesh Kaushal Vs Food Corporation of India, Mr. S. P. Shiongra, D.G.M. and CPIO, Dr. Shaukan Hussain, GM & Appellate Authority, M/o Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution, Mr. Anurag Bhatnagar, DS & CPIO, Mr. C. I. Joy, Joint Secretary and   Appellate Authority), CIC has held that the term investigation would include inquiries/search/scrutiny which would be either departmental or criminal and therefore when a departmental inquiry is on, the information sought in relation to such an inquiry can be denied  in terms of Section 8 (1) (h) of the Act, to substantiate his claim that information is not giveable as per the decision in the above mentioned case. He has also attached a copy of decision dated 27.12.2006 of Hon’ble Information Commissioner,  Padma Balasubramanian of office of Central Information Commission, New Delhi, in support of his contentions.



When asked that as to why he refused to supply the requisite information on the 
basis of Section 8 (1) (h) of the RTI Act when a criminal case is being handled by Chandigarh Police.  He was asked that as to how the disclosure of information, which is lying in his custody,  would impact investigation or  prosecution of offender being done by Chandigarh Police in that particular case, he failed to come out with any reply. When asked that as to whether any departmental inquiry against the information seeker is going on, he replied in negative.



 When asked that as to how supplying of noting portion and correspondence  regarding the information sought for Chandigarh Police and the information supplied by the Punjab Vidhan Sabha Secretariat in relation to FIR No. 25 of 2009 since September, 2014 till today would  impact on investigation or prosecution, he failed to come out with any reply.
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When asked that as to how he refused to supply the requisite information to the 

information seeker on the basis of Section 8 (1) (h) of the RTI Act, when the investigation has been done by the Chandigarh Police, he failed to come out with any reply.




In the last, Sh. Gurmej Singh pleaded that if the Commission would order him to supply the requisite information to the information seeker, he would supply the same within  fifteen days from today.
