However, liberty is granted to the appellant to approach the Commission within
four weeks in case the order of the Commission does not complied with by the respondent-
Public Information Officer.

This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 23.7.2021.
2. The appellant has sought the following information:-
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3. The appellant states that the respondent-Public Information Officer may be directed
to supply the information related to Sh. Sukhchain Singh, Block Development and
Panchayats Officer now District Development and Panchayats Officer, Mohali. However, Sh.
Sukhchain Singh, was impleaded as necessary party in this case in accordance with the
Punjab RTI Rules, 2017 in the interest of natural justice.
4. Sh. Sukhchain Singh is present in person and submits oral as well as the written
submissions, which are taken on record, that his personal information may not be supplied
to the appellant. He has also placed on record the instructions issued by the Government of
Punjab, Department of Governance Reforms & Public Grievances based on the deicision
dated 13.11.2019 of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, in Civil Appeal No. 10044 of 2010 titled
in Central Public Information Officer, Supreme Court of India Vs. Subhash Chandra Agarwal

and the relevant extract of the same is reproduced below:-

“Reading of the aforesaid judicial precedents, in our opinion, would
indicate that personal records, including name, address, physical,
mental and psychological status, marks obtained, grades and

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answer sheets, are all treated as personal information. Similarly,
professional records, including qualification, performance,
evaluation reports, ACRs, disciplinary proceedings, etc. are all
personal information. Medical records, treatment, choice of
medicine, list of hospitals and doctors visited, findings recorded,
including that of the family members, information relating to
assets, liabilities, income tax returns, details of investments,
lending and borrowing, etc. are personal information. Such
personal information is entitled to protection from unwarranted
invasion of privacy and conditional access is available when
stipulation of larger public interest is satisfied. This list is indicative
and not exhaustive.”

5. Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the Special Leave Petition (Civil) No.27734 of 2012

(@ CC 144781/2012) dated 03.10.2012 -- titled Girish Ramchandra Deshpande Vs Central

Information Commissioner & Ors., had observed :-
"The performance of an employee/Officer in an organisation is primarily a matter
between the employee and the employer and normally those aspects are governed
by the service rules which fall under the expression 'personal information', the
disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity or public interest. On the
other hand, the disclosure of which could cause unwarranted invasion of the privacy
of that individual." The Supreme Court further held that such information could be
disclosed only if it would serve a larger public interest.”

It is also appropriate to mention that the instructions have also been issued by the
Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances & pensions, Department of Personnel & Training,
vide No. 11/2/2013-IR(Pt.) dated 14" August, 2013 in this regard.

6. Keeping in view the submissions made by both the parties, judicial pronouncements
and the instructions of the Government of India/Punjab mentioned herein, the Commission
observes that no further action is required to be taken in this case. Hence, the case is

disposed of and closed.
