“kachi choi ‘ has been allowed to be encroached by the builders with the tacit approval of the respondents. He has
referred some khasra numbers with reference to the same. He is seeking action against the delinquent officials and
errant builders for their illegal act and bringing them to justice.

The Commission has gone through his appeal. While empathizing with his concern for public cause
the Commission is at a loss to identify the information he is seeking from the respondents. It is not within the domain
of the Commission to take action against the offenders he is eluding. In case he is seeking the demarcation he should
approach the revenue authorities who are obliged to do the needful under the relevant provision of law.

The Commission senses that the Panchayat Secretary probably is not aware of the consequences of
his neglect or defiance. In such a scenario the role of BDPO becomes more important.  She is advised to ensure
that the information is arranged to be provided immediately to the complainant before the polls failing which the
Commission shall draw adverse inference about her role in defiance of the directions and shall take appropriate action
accordingly.
