The RTI application is dated 19.7.2021 vide which the appellant has sought
information as enumerated in his RTI application. First appeal was filed with the First
Appellate Authority (hereinafter called FAA) on 13.9.2021 and second appeal was
filed in the Commission on 10.12.2021 under Section 19 of the Right to Information
Act, 2005 (hereinafter called RTI Act). Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for
2.2.2022 but due to administrative reasons the case could not be heard on the said
date and further fixed for hearing today i.e. 18.4.2022.

2. The appellant has sought the following information:-
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3. It is pertinent to mention here that as per the Girish Ramchandra
Deshpande's vs. CIC and others (SLP (C) no. 27734/2012) decided by the Hon’ble
Supreme Court of India, the petitioner sought information of the employee and in
which it was held as under:-
“12. We are in agreement with the CIC and the courts below that the details
called for by the petitioner i.e. copies of all memos issued to the third
respondent, show-cause notices and orders of censure/punishment, etc. are
qualified to be personal information as defined in clause (j) of Section 8(1) of
the RTI Act.

The performance of an employee/officer in an organisation is primarily
a matter between the employee and the employer and normally those aspects
are governed by the service rules which fall under the expression “personal
information”, the disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity
or public interest. On the other hand, the disclosure of which would cause
unwarranted invasion of privacy of that individual.

Of course, in a given case, if the Central Public Information Officer or
the State Public Information Officer or the appellate authority is satisfied that
the larger public interest justifies the disclosure of such information,
appropriate orders could be passed but the petitioner cannot claim those
details as a matter of right.”

4. Keeping in view the above judicial pronouncement and after detailed
deliberations with both the parties regarding the sought information, the directions are
issued to the respondent-Public Information Officer to provide the qualification as per
the official record pertaining to Point No. 1 of the RTI application. Regarding Point No. 2
of the RTI application, the directions are issued to the respondent-Public Information
Officer to supply the copy of promotion order to the appellant as has been sought by
him. Regarding the remaining information pertaining to Point No. 3 to 6 of the RTI
application no directions can be given to the respondent-Public Information Officer
being the matter between the employee and the employer.

5. With these directions, the case is disposed of and closed.

M/s Hotel Grand Delhi Plaza, Rajbaha Road, Patiala has also made the submissions
that the information related to the Hotel may not be supplied to the appellant. He
has also submitted the written submissions in this case, which are taken on record.

4, That it is also appropriate to mention that Section 11 of the RTI Act, 2005 is a
mandatory provision to deal with the information related to the 3" party but it is not
an exemption as the exemptions are covered under Section 8 of the RTI Act, 2005. It
is also prescribed under the said Act that any citizen shall have the right to seek
information if he/she so desires. The Act also provides for setting up the practical
regime of right to information for citizens to secure access to information under the
control of public authorities, in order to promote transparency and accountability

5. That it is pertinent to mention here that the appellant has sought the
information which primarily involves public activity. The response submitted by the
respondent that the information sought is of only one Hotel and not all the hotels, is
not acceptable as the larger public interest warrants to supply the information in this
case. Accordingly, after detailed deliberations with both the parties and going
through the submissions made by the parties, the directions are issued to the
respondent-Public Information Officer to supply the information as has been sought

by the appellant within two weeks.

6. With these directions, the case is disposed of and closed.
