ORDER



In CC-3005/2012 earlier filed by the present complainant, it was observed that record was  in the custody of District Social Security Officer-cum-PIO, Ferozepur. Accordingly, the Director Social Security, Women and Child Development, Punjab, Chandigarh who was respondent in CC-3005/2012 had transferred the request for information under Section 6(3) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 to the District Social Security Officer-cum-PIO, Ferozepur.  A direction was given on 6.11.2012 by the Commission in CC-3005/2012 that PIO/District Social Security Officer, Ferozepur will deal with the request for information within 30 days.

2.

However, the information-seeker has again come to the Commission vide his complainant dated 31.12.2012 pleading that inspite of the direction of the Commission, the PIO/District Social Security Officer, Ferozepur has till date not furnished any information.

3.

The representative of the PIO/Director Social Security, Women and Child Development, Punjab, Chandigarh has filed a written reply vide his No.189 dated 18.2.2013 pointing out that they had also directed the PIO/DSSO, Ferozepur vide No.1083 dated 16.11.2012 to furnish the requisite information.  But despite the direction given by the Director, Social Security, Women and Child Development, Punjab, Chandigarh information has still not been given.
4.

From the facts on record, it is obvious that the PIO has not responded inspite of the directions of the Commission and letter addressed to him by the Head of the Department. The only inference which may be drawn from this conduct of PIO/DSSO is that it is a case of willful denial of information.  Therefore, I deem it appropriate to call upon the PIO-Shri Harpal Singh-cum-DSSO, Ferozepur to submit a written explanation, why penalty under Section 20(i) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and in addition recommendation for departmental action under Section 20(2) of the RTI Act should not be made against him for continuous violation of the provisions of the RTI Act.  His explanation may be submitted to the Commission within 15 days of this order. PIO may also avail the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date, which is fixed for 19.3.2013.
