The only order which can be passed by the Central Information Commission or the State Information Commission, as the case may be, under Section 18 is an order of penalty provided under Section 20. However, before such order is passed the Commissioner must be satisfied that the conduct of the Information Officer was not bona fide.

Para 31 reads as under :


We uphold the said contention and do not find any error in the impugned 

judgment of the High court whereby it has been held that the Commissioner while entertaining a complaint under Section 18 of the said Act has no jurisdiction to pass an order providing for access to the information.”   
Accordingly, the Commission could not allow access to the information to the 

information-seeker in a complaint case as the only remedy available to the information-seeker is given in Section 19 of the RTI Act.

Fazilka, with the hope that it would show more sense of responsibility and duly  extend the respect to the right  to Information given to the citizen by the Parliament.



If Sh. Charandev Singh Maan, Addl. Deputy Commissioner(Dev.) Fazilka, is not First Appellate Authority, then PIO concerned is directed to send this appeal case to the appropriate First Appellate Authority, which has been designated by the Administrative Head of the department as per provisions of the RTI Act.
