Dr.  Charanjiv Singh,  Appellant,  vide an RTI application dated 23-7-2013,  addressed to PIO, office of Registrar, Punjabi University, Patiala,  sought certain information in respect of teachers to whom benefits of previous service has been given by the University during the period from 1996 to 22.07.2013.

2.

The  PIO sent  reply to the appellant vide letter No. 4488, dated 16.09.2013 informing him that the information asked for cannot be provided as per Punjab Government, Personnel Department(IAS Branch) Memo. No. 13/303/2010-IAS(9)/3581, dated 24.09.2010.  Being not satisfied with the reply, the appellant  filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated   10-10-2013   under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005. The PIO  vide letter No. 8277, dated 22.11.2013  again sent a reply to the appellant reiterating the stand taken in their letter 

dated 16.09.2013.  On obtaining no information, the appellant subsequently approached 

the Commission in second appeal vide application dated 14-03-2014 under the 
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provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission 

on 18-3-2014 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 
28.05.2014.

3.

On 28.05.2014, Shri Ashish Bansal, Counsel for the respondents, sought time to enable him to study the case and supply the information to the appellant. Accordingly, the respondent PIO was  directed to supply complete information to the appellant before the next date of hearing otherwise punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would  be initiated against him. The case was adjourned to 20.08.2014.

4.

On 20.08.2014, Ld. Counsel for the respondents stated that the PIO of Punjabi University, Patiala had sought clarification from the Commission vide letter No. 1585/S-6/544/13/RTI Cell, dated 01.07.2014 whether information could   be provided to the appellant in view of  CWP No. 13516 of 2013, which is pending in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court. The respondent PIO was  again directed to supply complete information to the appellant as per his instant  RTI application,  as per the directions already issued by the Commission  vide order dated 28.05.2014,  before the next date of hearing, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would  be initiated against him. The case was adjourned to 11.09.2014.

5.

On 11.09.2014,  a  copy of the information supplied to the appellant by the PIO vide letter No. 2013/S-II/547/13/RTI Cell, dated 28.08.2014 was  received in the Commission. A  letter dated 10.09.2014 was  received from the appellant informing the Commission that he was  unable to attend the hearing due to certain family circumstances arising out of the death of his father. He  further informed that he was not fully satisfied with the provided information. He  requested to adjourn the case to some other date.  Accordingly, the appellant was directed to point out deficiencies in the provided information to the PIO with a copy to the Commission. 
On the request of the appellant, the case was adjourned to 19.11.2014.

6.

On 19.11.2014,  the appellant informed  the Commission that information 
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had been supplied to him but it was  incomplete. He further informed  that he had sent his observations, on the provided information, to the PIO. Accordingly, the PIO was directed to supply complete information to the appellant within 15 days under intimation 

to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 22.12.2014.

7.

On 22.12.2014,  two letters dated 22.12.2014 were  received from the appellant through e-mail informing the Commission that he was unable to attend hearing  as he was  suffering from fever. He  further  informed that the information supplied by the PIO in reply to the discrepancies/deficiencies pointed out by him,  had not been incorporated in the columns left blank in the format/chart in which the information was earlier supplied. Accordingly, the PIO was  directed to provide the information relating to discrepancies after incorporating the same in the columns left blank in the format/chart in which  the information was earlier supplied, within 30 days, under intimation to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 19.02.2015.

8.

On 19.02.2015,  the appellant informed  that the information,  as per the directions of the Commission issued on the last date of hearing,  had  not been supplied to him as yet. Accordingly, one last opportunity was  afforded to the PIO to provide the information relating to discrepancies after incorporating the same in the columns left blank in the format/chart  in which the information was earlier supplied,  before the next date of hearing, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would be initiated against him. The case was adjourned to 29.04.2015.
9.

On 29.04.2015,  Dr. Charanjiv Singh, appellant,  informed   that the information provided by the respondent  was  illegible and self contradictory  and had not been  supplied as per   the directions of the commission issued on the last date of hearing.  Accordingly,  Shri Devinder Singh, PIO-cum-Registrar, Punjabi University, Patiala  was  directed to appear personally before the court on the next date of hearing to explain the factual position of the case  so that complete information could be supplied to the appellant without any further delay, failing which  punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would  be initiated against him.  The case was 
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adjourned for today. 
10.

Today, Ld. Counsel hands over a legible copy of  information to the appellant in the court. The appellant states that he is still not satisfied as the information regarding two teachers i.e. Dr. Lakhwinder Kaur and Dr. Sanjeev Puri has not been supplied to him as yet. 
11.

After hearing both the parties and discussing the matter at length, the PIO is directed to supply, a  copy of approval of audit alongwith date of approval and a copy of approval by the Syndicate in respect of  the cases of Dr. Lakhwnder Kaur and Dr. Sanjeev Puri, to the appellant before the next date of hearing.  
12.

Adjourned to 17.06.2015 at 2.00 P.M. in Court No. 2, SCO No. 32-34(First Floor),  Sector: 17-C, Chandigarh, for confirmation of compliance of orders.

Vide RTI application dated 25.09.2013, addressed to the Block Development and Panchayat Officer, Machhiwara,  Shri Jiwan Singh sought various information/documents in respect of the grant received by Gram Panchayat Khirnian and expenditure incurred on different works during the period 1.4.2007 to 31.03.2008, 01.04.2008 to 31.03.2009 and 01.04.2012 to 31.03.2013. The BDPO, Machhiwara transferred the RTI application to Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat: Khirnia, P.O. Mushkabad, Block: Machhiwara,District: Ludhiana for supplying requisite information to the applicant. 


2.

Failing to get satisfactory information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, Shri Jiwan Singh  filed a complaint dated 18.02.2014 with the Commission,  which was received in it on  19.02.2014 and finding sufficient reasons to inquire into the matter in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for  08.05.2014.
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3.

On 08.05.2014, the respondent handed  over requisite information to the complainant in the court. After going through the information, the complainant stated that the information was  incomplete. He further stated that he wanted detail 

of grant of Rs. 6,45,000/- received by the Gram Panchayat and detail of expenditure 

incurred on different works. Accordingly, it  was directed that complete detail of grant 

of Rs. 6,45,000/- received by the Gram Panchayat and expenditure incurred   out of it on different works got done by the Panchayat be provided to the complainant before the next date of hearing, with a copy to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 22.07.2014. 

4.

On 22.07.2014, none was  present for the respondent nor any intimation regarding supply of remaining information to the complainant had been received from the PIO. Viewing his absence seriously, the Panchayat Secretary was  issued a Show-cause Notice to explain reasons through a duly sworn affidavit on the next date of hearing as to why a penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed upon him for the delay in the  supply of requisite information to the complainant and also as to why a  suitable compensation for the loss and detriment suffered by the complainant, be not awarded to him. 
A copy of the order was forwarded to Block Development and Panchayat Officer, Machhiwara, District: Ludhiana to ensure that the requisite information is supplied to the complainant before the next date of hearing and the Panchayat Secretary  is present in person on the next date of hearing alongwith reply to the Show-Cause Notice. The case was adjourned to 30.09.2014 at 2.00 P.M. which was later preponed to 22.09.2014.

5.

Despite the clear cut directions issued on the last date of hearing i.e. 22.07.2014  to the Panchayat Secretary to supply the requisite information to the complainant and to be present in person alongwith reply to the Show-cause Notice issued to him and forwarding a copy of the order to BDPO, Machhiwara to ensure the supply of information to the complainant and to ensure the presence of the Panchayat 
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Secretary,  the Panchayat Secretary  was  again not present on 22.09.2014. Viewing 

the disobedience of the orders of the Commission by the Panchayat Secretary and the 

BDPO Machhiwara, one last opportunity was  afforded  to the Panchayat Secretary to supply the requisite information to the complainant and to be present in person, alongwith reply to the show-cause notice, to explain the status of the provided information, failing which ex-parte  action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 will be taken against him.  A copy each of the order was forwarded to DDPO, Ludhiana and BDPO, Machhiwara to ensure the compliance of the order. The case was adjourned to 04.11.2014.

6.

On 04.11.2014, the respondent informed  that requisite information had been supplied to the complainant. The complainant sought   time to study the provided information. He was  directed to send his observations, if any, on the provided information to the PIO with a copy to the Commission. 

7.

The respondent informed  that earlier Shri Raghubir Singh, was posted as Panchayat Secretary and now he had been transferred. Accordingly, Shri Raghubir Singh, Gram Sewak-cum-Panchayat Secretary, Block Machhiwara, District Ludhiana was  directed to submit reply to the show-cause notice, issued to him, personally on the next date of hearing, failing which ex-parte action will be initiated against him.  
A copy of the order  was  forwarded to DDPO, Ludhiana and BDPO, Machhiwara to ensure the compliance of the order. The case was adjourned to 15.01.2015.

8.

On 15.01.2015, as per the directions of the Commission issued on the last date of hearing, Shri Raghubir Singh, Ex-Panchayat Secretary was  present . He handed  over detail of Rs. 6,45,000/- to the complainant. After perusing the provided information, the appellant informed  that the provided information was  still incomplete. He further informed  that Utilization Certificates in respect of Rs. 4,50,000/-, Rs. 93,000/- and Rs. 3,00,269/- were  still pending. Accordingly, DDPO, Ludhiana and BDPO Machhiwara were   directed  to ensure that remaining complete information was   provided to the complainant before the next date of hearing, failing which punitive action 
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as per the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would  be initiated against the PIO as the RTI application is pending since 25.09.2013. The case was adjourned to 18.03.2015.
9.

On 18.03.2015,  respondent handed  over remaining information to the complainant in the court. The complainant informed that the information was without a forwarding letter and complete detail of Rs. 6,45,000/- had not been provided as yet. Accordingly, the PIO  was  directed to supply complete information accompanied by a forwarding letter alongwith complete detail of Rs. 6,45,000/- to the complainant within 30 days, under intimation to the Commission. 

10.

Shri Raghbir Singh, Panchayat Secretary, submitted  reply to the Show-Cause Notice issued to him on 22.07.2014,  vide letter No. M.P.-1, dated 17.03.2015, which was  taken on record. In the reply he has submitted that he could not attend the hearing on 22.09.2014 as it slipped out of his mind due to his transfer. He has requested to drop the Show-Cause notice issued to him as he has not intentionally disobeyed the orders of the Commission. The case was adjourned for today.
11.

Today, the respondent hands over requisite remaining information to the complainant in the court today, who expresses satisfaction. The plea put forth by Shri Raghbir Singh, Panchayat Secretary in reply to Show-Cause Notice is accepted.
12.

Accordingly, the case is disposed of and closed.
