APPEAL CASE No. 2627 of 2016

5. Hence I award a compensation of Rs 3000/- (Three Thousand) to the applicant. The compensation amount must be paid by the respondent PIO concerned through cheque or demand draft in the favour of Suresh Kumar Sharma from the account of Public Authority and not from the individual’s account.
6. Respondent PIO is also directed to produce a copy of above said cheque or demand draft on the next date of hearing.

7. Last opportunity is given to the respondent PIO, O/o Provincial Division, PWD B & R, Amritsar for compliance of order of the Commission with the directions to supply the remaining information in connection with point no. 3 and 7 to the applicant by the next date of hearing. He may note that in case he/she does not file his submission on the next date of hearing, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. A copy of this order be sent to the respondent PIO, O/o Provincial Division, PWD B & R, Amritsar through registered post for his ready reference.
8. The matter is adjourned for further hearing on 11.08.2017 at 11:00 AM.

 ORDER

1. The applicant, Sh. Suresh Kumar Sharma states that blank envelopes have been received from the respondent and remaining information is still pending from the respondent. He also submits a letter regarding the deficiencies in the supplied information, which is taken on record.
2. On this, respondent Sh. Paramjeet Singh, Panchayat Officer submits a copy of written reply letter no. 1520 dated 19.06.2017 signed by PIO cum BDPO, Attari, Amritsar. It is taken on record.
3. After hearing both the parties and going through the case file, on the first hearing held on 14.03.2017 Ms. Manjit Kaur, BDPO cum PIO was appeared on behalf of the respondent and stated that requisite information relates to different Panchayat Secretaries and other field officers and available partial information has been provided to the appellant. She further added that they have tried a lot to retrieve the requisite information form concerned officials but all in vague. She also states that she has already written to the FAA cum DDPO Attari, Amritsar in this regard, which has also been forwarded to Director, Rural Development. First Appellate Authority was directed to look into the matter and do the needful so the requisite information be supplied to the appellant. A copy of this order was ent to The Director, Rural Development, Vikas Bhawan Sector 62, Mohali, through registered post with to ensure compliance of this order with an advice to take disciplinary action against the concerned official if any and if he desires so and deem it fit and case was adjourned to further hearing on 11.04.2017.
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4. On hearing held on 11.04.2017, Ms. Manjit Kaur BDPO was appeared on behalf of the respondent and stated that requisite information relates to different Panchayat Secretaries and other field officers and available partial information out of 68 Panchayats has been provided to the appellant. She further added that they have tried a lot to retrieve the requisite information form concerned officials but all in vague. She also states that she has already written to the FAA cum DDPO Attari, Amritsar in this regard, which has also been forwarded to Director, Rural Development. She states that information that relates to the grants and work done using those grants maintained at their level has already been provided to the appellant. Show cause notice was issued to the respondent PIO, O/o DDPO, Attari, Amritsar. A copy of this order to be sent to The Director, Rural Development, Vikas Bhawan Sector 62, Mohali, through registered post with to ensure compliance of this order with an advice to take disciplinary action against the concerned officials of Panchayats if any and if he desires so and deem it fit and matter was adjourned for further hearing on 22.05.2017.
5. On hearing held on 22.05.2017, respondent PIO was appeared late after the haering was over. Last opportunity was given to the respondent PIO to supply the pending information to the applicant by the next date of hearing positively, failing to which the action under Section 20(1) will be initiated against him. The respondent PIO, O/o DDPO, Attari, Amritsar was also directed to file proper written reply to the Show cause notice issued to him vide order dated 11.04.2017 and case was adjourned for further hearing on 21.06.2017.

6. On hearing held on 21.06.2017, Ms. Jasbir Kaur (BDPO, Attari) and Sh. Manmohan Singh (BDPO, Ajnala) was appeared on behalf of the respondent. Sh. Manmohan Singh submitted a written reply letter no. 1520 dated 19.06.2017 signed by PIO cum BDPO, Attari, Amritsar. He also stated that a similar case (Appeal Case No. 728 of 2017) is moving under the bench of SIC (H).  The applicant, sh. Suresh Kumar Sharma filed his reply by stating that both the cases (Appeal Case no. 3555 of 2016 and Appeal Case No. 728 of 2017) are different. 

After going through documents placed on record, it was found that both the cases are different. The respondent PIO was directed to supply the copy of reply to the applicant, which was submitted to the Commission along with the requisite information by the next date of hearing i.e. today along with directions to file a reply to Show cause notice issued to him vide order dated 22.05.2017 but the respondent PIO failed to do so.
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7. After hearing both the parties and going through the case file, it is found that the respondent PIO is wasting the time and resources of the Commission and Public Authority.  It is also observed that the respondent PIO is making one excuse or other and not supplying the requisite information to the applicant.
8. Due to evasive attitude of the respondent PIO concerned, the applicant has suffered lots of detriments for not getting requisite information, I am of the view that compensation may be awarded to the applicant, Sh. Suresh Kumar Sharma.
9. Hence I award a compensation of Rs 3000/- (Three Thousand) to the applicant. The compensation amount must be paid by the respondent PIO concerned through cheque or demand draft in the favour of Suresh Kumar Sharma from the account of Public Authority and not from the individual’s account.
10. Respondent PIO is also directed to produce a copy of above said cheque or demand draft on the next date of hearing.
11. Last opportunity is given to the respondent PIO, O/o DDPO, Attari, Amritsar for compliance of order of the Commission with the directions to supply the requisite information to the applicant by the next date of hearing. He may note that in case he/she does not file his submission on the next date of hearing, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 
12. A copy of this order was ent to The Director, Rural Development, Vikas Bhawan Sector 62, Mohali, through registered post with to ensure compliance of this order with an advice to take disciplinary action against the concerned official if any and if he desires so and deem it fit 
13. The matter is adjourned for further hearing on 11.08.2017 at 11:00 AM.
