Seeks information regarding certain depots regarding lifting wheat under the APL cards and security deposits related to the same. 
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:-  

 
The Director Food Supplies & Consumer Affairs Punjab has transferred the RTI application to the District Food Supplies Controller, Sangrur. The representative of the respondent-PIO stated that the said RTI application is under process and this has been intimated to the complainant. The complainant is absent without intimation to the Commission suggesting that he is satisfied with the response of the PIO. 
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In light of above, the case is closed and disposed of.

ORDER


This case was earlier heard on 07.08.2014, the order was kept reserved and now this case has been listed today for pronounced. 

 
 
In the instant case the appellant filed his RTI application to the PIO o/o Director Colonization, Punjab  who in turn  transferred the same to the Respondent no. 1 PIO in the o/o District Town Planner, Mandi Mandal Punjab. 

                    Subsequently, it was realized by the Respondent no.1 that a part of requisite information i.e. map of old Anaj Mandi, Sunam was with the Director Colonization. And after procuring the same from the office of Director Colonization, the respondent PIO No 1, supplied the same to the appellant.
                     Since the requisite information was held by the Director Colonization, the PIO o/o Director Colonization had no business to transfer the RTI application to PIO 
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office of District Town Planner, Mandi Mandal Punjab. 

               Hence, the commission issued a show cause notice to the PIO Mr. Surmukh Singh, Deputy Director-cum-PIO o/o Director Colonization Punjab on 02.07.2014. On the next date of hearing the PIO in the o/o Director Colonization filed his response to the show cause notice.

             In his response to the show cause notice, the PIO o/o director Colonization mentioned that the record was 60-65 years old and this record is rarely put to any use.

                 On receipt of the RTI application, he stated that the entire information was supplied except the contentious map. The RTI application to the extent it related to the contentious map was transferred to the respondent No 1  because in usual practice ,it is the job of Respondent -1 i.e. District Town Planner, Mandi Mandal to prepare maps and plan for the various grain market in the state. 

                     However despite transferring the RTI application to respondent No 1, the his officials continued for look out for the contentious map. 

Later, the contentious map was traced in bits and pieces in old records and after putting these together it was made into a readable document. In fact, the contentious map was a copy (traced one) from original map way back in 1960. So it was neither original map nor an attested one. 

            However, he (PIO o/o Director Colonization) promptly provided a copy of the same to the respondent No-1 who in turn supplied the same to the appellant. 

               In view of the response of the PIO o/o Director Colonization, the commission is of considered opinion that the  PIO in the o/o Director Colonization Punjab had no
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 malafide in transferring the RTI application to respondent No1 to the extent it concerned the contentious map with any intent to deny the same to the appellant. And subsequent discovery of the contentious map was just a chance as its one copy of the map mixed with other records was buried in the heap of records.  In the light of response to the show cause notice, further proceedings on the same are dropped.            

 

In light of above, the instant appeal  closed and disposed of.
