1. The RTI application is dated 05.05.2018 vide which the appellant has sought

information as enumerated in his RTI application. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate
Authority (hereinafter FAA) on 18.06.2019 and the second appeal was filed in the Commission on
04.11.2019 under Section 19 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 (hereinafter RTI Act).

2. Notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 19.12.2019 by the Commission.

3. The appellant has authorized Sh. Sukhjeet Singh to appear on his behalf for today’s
hearing. A letter dated 02.12.2019 is available on record wherein the appellant has stated that he has
been informed by the respondents regarding the non-availability of Jamabandi record from 1947 to
1959 in respect of Village Sahabpur whereas they have provided him the Jamabandi for the year
1961. He has further stated therein that the Jamabandi record of Village Batala Garbi is not available
with them. The representative of the appellant Sh. Sukhjeet Singh also states that till date, no
information regarding the Jamabandi record of both the villages referred to above, has been provided
by the PIO and reiterates what the appellant has stated in his letter dated 02.12.2019.

4, Sh.Amanpal Singh, DRO-cum-PIO, O/o D.C. Gurdaspur comes present and states
that they have already informed the appellant vide letter dated 09.12.2019 that the Jamabandi record
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for the period 1947 to 1959 in respect of village Sahabpur is not available and that the Jamabandi
record for the year 1960-61 has been provided to the appellant. He also states that in respect of
village Batala Garbi, no Jamabandi record for the period 1947 to 1961 is available with them. He
further states that the appellant was also given an opportunity to inspect the record in Sadar Record
Room on any working day between 09.12.2019 to 12.12.2019, but the appellant has not come to
inspect the record. He also refers to the letter dated 13.12.2019 written to the Commission explaining
the same position which is available on record.

5. After hearing both the parties, it is observed that as given in writing by the
respondents, the Jamabandi record of Village Sahabpur for the period 1947 to 1959 and of village
Batala Garbi from 1947 to 1961 is not available with the respondents. As such, the same cannot be
supplied to the appellant.

6. In view of the above, no further action is called for. The case is closed and the

appeal is disposed off.Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
