Shri Roshan Lal Appellant vide an RTI application dated 18.3.2014, addressed to PIO cum Distt. Food Civil Supplies Controller, Bathinda   sought certain information on 4  points pertaining to Atta Dal Scheme implemented in the district.



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority  cum Director Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab, Chandigarh, vide letter dated 26.6.2014, under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on  15.12.2015 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 19.2.2015.

During hearing of this case today, Shri Jivtesh Singh, AFSO, Rampura Phul, handed over to the commission a copy of letter No. 1047, dated 10.2.2015, duly signed by PIo cum District Food & Supplies Controller, Bathinda, wherein it has been mentioned that sine demanded information is quite  voluminous and pertains to 741 depots in the district , an amount of Rs. 6410/- as additional fee/documents charges were demanded from the appellant on 3.4.2014, which was deposited by him on 9.4.2014, in the shape of a bank draft of Rs. 7000/- and  immediately thereafter the appellant was provided  the demanded information vide letter No. (D)-2014/3077 dated 29.4.2014.

 However,  Shri  J. K. Singla, appearing on behalf of the appellant stated that though he has received  the demanded information, the same has not been provided as per the provisions contained in section 7(1) OF RTI Act. 

I have heard both the parties and  perused the case file, it is observed that the demanded information was quite voluminous, running into  3205 pages, to be collected from 741 depots and  was provided on 29.4.2014, immediately  after the deposit of an additional fee/documents charges by the appellant on 9.4.2014. 

Further after hearing both the parties, pursuing the case file, commission is of the view that there is no willful or intentional delay on the part of PIO cum District Food & Supplies Controller, Bathinda, in providing the information. 

As such, since the demanded information stands supplied to the appellant, the case is disposed of/closed.

8) Reasons that only PHD Chamber of Commerce and Industry was invited in this meeting and none from other Industrial Promotion councils  of Punjab or India.

9) The financial burden/share contributed  by  PHD Chamber of Commerce and Industry in PITEX  2013.

10) The collection of  Custom Duty/Central  Sales Tax/Punjab Sales Tax/VAT in PITEX Editions.

11) Minutes of meeting held at o/o DC, Amritsar on 26.9.13 at 12.00 noon for PITEX  2013.

12) The sanction from Amritsar Improvement Trust for organizing  PITEX  2013  at Venue:  Ranjit Avenue, Amritsar alongwith its terms and conditions.

Similarly, Shri Kamaldip Singh, DFSO, Malerkotla is directed to assist the PIO cum DFSC, Sangrur in providing the information to the appellant as per provisions of  Section 5(4)(5) of the RTI Act, 2005 and is accordingly  treated as PIO for the purpose.   He will also ensure the providing of information.   

Shri Kamaldip Singh, DFSO, Malerkotla is accordingly directed to appear before the Commission on the next fixed  date with a copy of the supplied information for its perusal/record.

                     Shri  Roop Lal, DEO (SE), Kapurthala with Shri Aroor Singh, Teacher and Shri Surinderpal Singh, Kanungo, Bhaloth.
ORDER:

Since the demanded information  in all the 3 cases i.e. CC  no. 3078/14, CC no. 3079/14 and CC no. 3080/14 is the same, so all these complaint cases are being dealt with by a common order.

The facts of the case are that Shri Sukhpal Singh Khaira,  complainant vide  RTI applications dated  6.6.14/4.6.14  addressed to  PIO o/o DEO (SE),   Kapurthala,   PIO  cum D.C.F.A. O/o  Deputy Controller Finance & Accounts, Local Audit Department, Kapurthala and PIO cum  Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Kapurthala sought certain information   on four points.

Failing to get  information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed complaint with the Commission, received in it on 4.11.14.  Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds  to look into the matter by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the Act ibid. Notice of hearing was issued to  the parties for 30.12.14.


On hearing of  case held on 30.12.14, Shri Amaninder Singh, DCFA (Internal Audit),  Kapurthala  stated that the requisite information on Point no. 1 stands supplied vide letter no. 7014/258, dated 10.6.14 which was duly received by Shri  Jasmeet Singh, authorized representative of the complainant on 10.6.14,   He further stated that  since information  on Point no. 2 to 4 pertained  to the Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala and  Tehsildar,  Bhaloth, the RTI application was accordingly transferred to these public  authorities under the provisions of Section 6(3) of the Act ibid  vide letter no. 7014/263, dated  11.6.14 and vide letter no. 7041/259, dated 10.6.14 respectively and applicant was informed to seek the remaining information from these authorities directly.


At this, Shri Amaninder Singh, Advocate appearing on behalf of the applicant –complainant stated that though the RTI applications were rightly transferred by the DCFA (Internal Audit), Kapurthala to the Tehsildar, Bhaloth and  Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala but no information have been provided by them so far.


Shri Aroor Singh, Teacher  appearing on behalf of  Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala handed over to the Commission a letter duly signed by Shri  Sewa Singh, Principal, SPS  Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt. Kapurthala requesting for an adjournment to some other date due to serious heart problems.  Shri Aroor Singh further stated that the  Principal  of  the said School had recently undergone heart surgery and for the reasons he is unable to  attend the Commission.
                 In view of above noted facts, Shri Sewa Singh, Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala and Shri Gurdev Singh Dham,  Tehsildar,  Bhaloth were impleaded as necessary parties.and both were directed to appear before the Commission on the next fixed date  with written submissions,  and relevant record for the perusal of the same by the Commission pertaining to  RTI application filed by applicant.   It was also made clear that if Shri Gurdev Singh Dham,  Tehsildar,  Bhaloth and Shri Sewa Singh, Headmaster, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala failed to comply with the above directions of the Commission, the penalty provisions of  Section 20(1) and 20(2) of the RTI Act could be considered to be invoked against them, without affording further opportunity.


Shri Roop Lal, DEO (SE), Kapurthala was also directed to appear personally before the Commission on the next fixed date and to explain in writing that what action was  taken by him on the RTI Application addressed to him by the complainant in CC no. 3078 of 2014 and the case was  adjourned to  22.1.15 for further proceedings.


On the last  hearing of this case i.e. on 22.1.15,  Shri Surinderpal Singh, Kanungo,  appearing on behalf of  Tehsildar, Bholath stated that since the complainant  vide separate RTI application dated  6.6.14 filed with the PIO cum Tehsildar, Bholath had demanded  3 points  information pertaining to  Khasra nos. 94/2. 94/3, 94/7, 94/8, 94/9, 94/20, 94/21, 94/22, 94/23, 94/24, 281/2, 93/6, 93/14, 93/15, 93/16, 93/17, 93/24, 93/25, 94/13. 94/14, 94/17, 94/18, 94/20, 94/21, 94/10, therefore, same have been  provided to the complainant  vide letter  no. 512-13, dated 7.1.15. He also handed over to the Commission copy of the supplied information for its perusal and record.  He also apprised the Commission that above  land belongs to Notified Area Committee, Begowal, Distt. Kapurthala as per revenue record where  no mention of its leasing out in name of any one  have been incorporated.

After perusing the case file,  it was thus observed that  information on Point no. 1 in CC  3078/14, CC No. 3079/14 and  CC  3080/14 already stood supplied  by the Dy.  Controller Finance & Accounts and the Tehsildar, Bhulath except for   the leasing of the land and income obtained from it during the past 20 years.


Shri  Amaninder Singh, advocate appearing on behalf of  the complainant admitted that the information which pertained to PIO cum DCFA, Local Audit Department, Kapurthala and Tehsildar, Bhulath stands supplied to him.   However, no information have been supplied by the Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala pertaining to the leasing out of the land and income from it during the past 20 years as the same is in the possession of the School.

As such,  Shri Sewa Singh, Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School, Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala was issued show cause notice  under the provisions of Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005  for his failing to provide the information and was also directed to appear before the Commission on the next fixed date with action taken report and record for the perusal of the same by the Commission and the case was adjourned to 19.2.15 for further hearing.


However, during hearing of this case today, Shri Aroor Singh, teacher stated that Shri Sewa Singh,  Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School,  Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala since  has  undergone heart surgery and has been advised rest by the BBC Heart Care, Pruthi Hospital, Jalandhar, he therefore, could not attend the Commission today.   He also handed over to the Commission  photo copy  of Prescription Slip of the doctors of  BBC Heart Care, Pruthi Hospital, Jalandhar issued in favour of   Shri Sewa Singh, Principal.   He also  stated that  Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School,  Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala vide   letter no. 346/15,  dated 18.2.15  have informed the Commission that he no longer  wants to supply the demanded information to the complainant as the same is being asked for with a vendetta.  He also handed over to the Commission a copy of the letter for perusal/record. He also stated that the copy of letter no. 346/15, dated 18.2.15 have also  been sent to the complainant. It is thus noted that response pertaining to the information demanded from the Principal, Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School,  Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala  stands given by him and in view of  his illness the show cause notice issued to him is also not pressed for.

After hearing the parties and perusing the case file, it is  thus  observed that complete information pertaining to the RTI Applications filed by the complainant stands supplied to him by the Tehsildar, Bhaloth and DCFA, Kapurthala except for the part of the information which was required to be supplied by the Principal Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School,  Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala. 

It is further observed that Sukhpal  Singh Khaira,  complainant  has approached the Commission in a complaint case filed  under the provisions of  Section 18 of the RTI Act  pertaining to the RTI application  which was filed by him on 6.6.14 with the Principal Sant Prem Singh Khalsa High School,  Begowal, Distt.  Kapurthala asking him about  the leasing of  the land which belongs to the Notified Area Committee,  in the past 20 years and income from it which  is under the possession of the School.  However, it is relevant  to mention here that   the   Hon’ble Supreme Court of  India  in its judgment delivered on 12.12.2011 in Civil Appeal Nos. 10787 to 10788  of 2011 (arising out of  SLP © No. 32768 to 32769 of 2010), in   Para 31  has held   as under:-

“The Commissioner while entertaining a complaint under Section 18 of the said Act has no jurisdiction to pass an order providing for an access to the information.”

As such, no direction in a complaint case can be given by the Commission to PIO to provide the  information.



In this view of the matter, complainant, if he so desires may   file First Appeal against the response  of the PIO before Shri Roop Lal, DEO (SE), Kapurthala cum  First Appellate Authority under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act. If, the complainant approaches the First Appellat Authority,  the FAA is directed to decide the matter in accordance with the provisions of the RTI Act within the prescribed time limit, after giving opportunity of hearing to all concerned.


The FAA  is further directed to peruse all the relevant documents during the hearing and examine whether the information provided by the PIO is complete relevant and correct.


Where the FAA is satisfied that the information provided by the PIO is as per the records, the First Appeal shall be disposed of.   In the event, there are any deficiencies in the information provided by the PIO, the FAA shall direct the PIO to provide the complete information according to the application dated  6.6.14 filed under the RTI Act, 2005 and after satisfying himself that  complete information have been supplied, 1st appeal filed before the 1st Appellate Authority thus be decided by passing a speaking order..


If, however, the applicant-complainant still does not feel satisfied  with the decision of the F.A.A., he will be at liberty to move a Second Appeal before the Commission, as per provisions contained in Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005,

          In terms of the observations noted above, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed.

ORDER:



Shri Harbans Singh, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 10.7.2013 , addressed to PIO, o/o Director of Public Instructions, Punjab, (SE) Mohali, sought information regarding the number of filled and vacant posts of Home Science teachers in the Govt. Schools. 



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority o/o Director of Public Instructions, Punjab, (SE) Mohali vide letter dated 1.11.2013  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on  1.11.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said Act and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for  30.1.15.
On the last hearing of this case i.e. on 30.1.15, Shri Harbans Singh, appellant stated that no information had been provided to him till that date either by the PIO o/o Secretary to the Govt. of Punjab, Department of School Education, Chandigarh or by the PIO o/o D.P.I.(SE) Punjab, Mohali, despite of his filing an RTI application dated 10.7.2013.

In view of the above noted facts, before the penalty provisions of section 20(1) and (2) of the RTI Act, 2005, were considered to be invoked against them, the  PIO o/o Secretary to the Govt. of Punjab, Department of School Education, Chandigarh and  PIO o/o D.P.I.(SE) Punjab, P.S.E.B. Complex, Sector 62, S.A.S. Nagar, Mohali were directed to appear personally,  before the commission on the next fixed date with their written submissions, action taken report on the RTI application dated 10.7.2013,  filed by the appellant,  and record for the perusal of the same  by it and the case was adjourned to 19.2.2015 at 11.00 A.M. 
During hearing of this case today,   Ms.  Suhinder Kaur  (SA-2) stated that the requisite information after collecting the same from the Circular Education Officers have been provided to the appellant vide Memo. no. steno/Coordn.)2015/Spl.-6, dated  19.2.15.   She also handed over to the Commission a set of  3 pages information, already supplied to the appellant,  for its perusal/record.
It is  thus noted that the demanded information as per its availability in the office record  of the DPI (SE), Punjab stands provided to the appellant.  As such, no cause of action survives further in the matter and the appeal case in hand stands disposed of/closed accordingly.
