2. Please provide all the information on the nature of business activities running in houses under the jurisdiction of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana Zone-B.

3. Please provide all the information on the last survey for commercial activities done by the Municipal Corporation Ludhiana –Zone-B if any?

4. Please provide certified copies of notices issued to such property owners if any since 1st January,2000 till date in Zone-B of MC, Ludhiana.

5. Please provide all the information on names and designations of responsible officers who have not taken any action for business activities running in the houses under the jurisdiction of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana Zone-B. 

6. Please provide all the information within the meaning of Section 2(f) read with 2(j) or the RTI Act,2005 available with your office for such property owners in Zone-B, Ludhiana. 



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 with the First Appellate Authority O/O Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana vide letter dated 07.03.2013.

Shri Karandeep Singh Kairon, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 24.1.2013 addressed to PIO, Office of Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, sought following information regarding Raghunath Hospital Build at Ferozepur Road Agar Nagar, Ludhiana:-

1. Please provide all the information on the measurement of the above said Hospital as per records of MC, Ludhiana. 

2. Please provide certified copies of map passed for the above said building.

3. Please provide the information on the notices issued of Non-compoundable for violation of building By-laws if any. 

4. Please provide all information on the above said land, for which purpose this land was left for general public.

5. Please provide the certified copies of latest fire safety certificate for the above said hospital. 

6. Please provide the certified copies of latest house tax bill.

7. Please provide the certified copies of latest water and sewerage bill. 

8. Please provide all the information within the meaning of Section 2(F) read with 2(J) or the RTI Act,2005 available with your office.  



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority O/O Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana vide letter dated 1.3.2013, under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and still on having no information subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal on 15.5.2013, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.



The case file have been perused. It is observed that letter dated 1.7.2013 has been received from Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, House Tax, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana wherein he has requested for adjournment of this case due to his duty in the panchayat elections.  Also vide letter dated 26.6.2013 he has further communicated that he has appointed Shri Rajinder Sharma,ATP, Shri Bhupinder Singh, ADFO and Shri Gurdev Singh, APIO as deemed PIO u/s 5(4) & 5(5) of the RTI Act,2005, as information is with them, which can only be supplied on their having sent the same.


In view of the submissions made by Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, House Tax, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana, Shri Rajinder Sharma,ATP, Shri Bhupinder Singh,ADFO and Shri Gurdev Singh, APIO, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana are directed to provide point wise correct, complete and duly attested information relating to their office to Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, House Tax, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana within a period of 3 days under their signatures who will further send the complete information to the appellant within a period of another 2 days free of cost, under registered cover.  



It is further observed that since no information whatsoever has been provided to the appellant till date though he filed RTI application on 24.1.2013 and it was mandatory on the part of PIO to provide this information within 30 days as per provision of Section 7(1) of the RTI Act,2005. 



Therefore, in view of complete careless, irresponsible and lackadaisical approach adopted by respondent PIO/deemed PIOs in providing information, Shri Tajinder Pal Singh, Superintendent, House Tax, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana, Shri Rajinder Sharma,ATP, MC, Ludhiana, Shri Bhupinder Singh,ADFO, MC, Ludhiana and Shri Gurdev Singh, APIO, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana are issued a show cause notice to explain in writing by furnishing self attested affidavits as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 be not imposed on them for not providing information to the appellant as per provisions contained in Section 7(1) of RTI Act,2005



In addition to the written reply to be given in the shape of affidavits, they are also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  They may take note that in case they do not file their written reply and do not avail themselves of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that they have nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against them ex parte. 


They are further directed to ensure their personal presence on the next date fixed along with one spare copy of provided information, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority O/O Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana vide letter dated 7.3.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal on 15.5.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.



During hearing today, it is observed that neither the respondent-PIO Shri Jasdev Singh Sekhon is present nor any communication has been received from him. No information stands provided pertaining to the RTI application dated 4.2.2013 filed by the appellant. 


It is further noted that mainly information pertains to Horticulture Branch. Shri Surinder Singh, Assistant Commissioner. Horticulture, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana is also treated as deemed PIO under provisions of Section 5(4) & 5(5) of RTI Act,2005. He is further directed to provide information to Shri Jasdev Singh Sekhon, PIO-cum-Superintendent, Municipal Corporation, Zone-A, Ludhiana under his signatures within 3 days who will send complete information to the appellant within a period of next 3 days under registered cover.


It is further noted that completely a careless and lackadaisical approach have been adopted by PIO and deemed PIO in providing information and willful delay have been caused.  As such, Shri Jasdev Singh Sekhon  PIO-cum-Superintendent, MC, Zone-A, Ludhiana and Shri Surinder Pal, deemed PIO-cum-Assistant Commissioner, Horticulture, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana are hereby issued a show cause notice to explain in writing by furnishing self attested affidavit as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 be not imposed on them for not having providing information to the appellant as per provisions contained in Section 7(1) of RTI Act,2005



In addition to the written reply to be given in the shape of an affidavit, they are also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  They may take note that in case they do not file their written reply and do not avail themselves of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that they have nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against them ex parte. 


They are further directed to ensure their personal presence on the next date fixed with required documents and make written submissions, if any, in response to the show cause notice, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

If Respondent-PIO and deemed PIO are of the considered view that complete information as per record stands supplied, then on the next date of hearing Shri Jasdev Singh Sekhon  PIO-cum-Superintendent, MC, Zone-A, Ludhiana and Shri Surinder Pal, deemed PIO-cum-Assistant Commissioner, Horticulture, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana shall file affidavits duly attested by Magistrate/Notary Public that complete information as is available on record of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana pertaining to RTI application of the applicant have been supplied to the appellant.  


Appellant is also advised to be present on the next date of hearing, failing which the case shall be heard and decided in his absence.

Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 with the First Appellate Authority O/O Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana vide letter dated 7.3.2013 and still for having no information , subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, received in it on 15.5.2013 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


During the hearing today it is observed that the requisite information has been sent by Shri Surinder Pal, Executive Engineer (Horticulture), Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana to the appellant on 29.6.2013 through speed post. Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 with the First Appellate Authority O/O Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana vide letter dated 7.3.2013 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, received in it on 15.5.2013 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.



During hearing today, perusal of case file revealed that neither the respondent-PIO is present nor any information has been provided by him to the appellant till date. 


Similarly Shri Devinder Singh, PCS, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, Zone-A, with whom first appeal was filed by appellant on 7.3.2013, did not even take any initiative to decide the first appeal or to direct the respondent-PIO to provide the relevant information to the appellant. 



In view of the facts that without any reasonable cause, neglect, irresponsible, and lackadaisical approach have been adopted both by PIO and the first appellate authority in ensuing the providing of the complete and correct information to the appellant:-

(i) Shri Jasdev Singh Sekhon, PIO-cum-Superintendent, Municipal Corporation, Zone-A, Ludhiana is directed to ensure that the relevant point-wise, complete, correct and duly attested information is provided to the appellant free of cost, under registered cover within a period of 7 days. 
(ii) Shri Jasdev Singh Sekhon, PIO-cum-Superintendent, Municipal Corporation, Zone-A, Ludhiana is hereby issued a show cause notice to explain in writing by furnishing self attested affidavit as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on him for not providing any information to the appellant as per provisions contained in Section 7(1) of RTI Act,2005

(iii) In addition to the written reply to be given in the shape of an affidavit, he is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file their written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 

(iv) He is further directed to ensure his personal presence on the next date fixed along with relevant documents, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.


Also since Shri Devinder Singh, PCS, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana has displayed a total irresponsible and neglect approach in not deciding the first appeal filed before him as First Appellate Authority by appellant on 7.3.2013. 


At this juncture, it is pertinent to draw extracts of certain paras of judgement dated 12.12.2012 delivered in Civil Appeal Nos. 10787 to 10788 of 2011: 
“29.
Where statute provides for something to be done in a particular manner it can be done in that manner alone and all other modes of performance are necessarily forbidden.   
35.
No statute should be interpreted in such a manner as to render a part of it redundant or surplusage.

36.
Legislature does not waste words or say anything in vain or for no purpose-Thus a construction which leads to redundancy of a portion of the statue cannot be accepted in the absence of compelling reason. 

26.
A right of appeal is always a creature of statute-A right of appeal is a right of entering a superior forum for invoking its aid and interposition to correct errors of the inferior forum –It is a very valuable right –Therefore, when the statute confers such a right of appeal that must be exercised by a person who is aggrieved by reason of refusal to be furnished with the information. 
43.
The procedure under Section 19 is an appellate procedure.  A right of appeal is always a creature of statute. A right of appeal is a right of entering a superior forum for invoking its aid and interposition to correct errors of the inferior forum. It is a very valuable right. Therefore, when the statute confers such a right of appeal that must be exercised by a person who is aggrieved by reason of refusal to be furnished with the information.  


As such, Shri Davinder Singh,PCS, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana cannot escape from the duties and responsibilities entrusted upon him under the provisions of RTI Act,2005. Thus in not deciding the first appeal filed by the appellant before him under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005:-
(i) He has deprive the appellant of the remedy of first appeal available to him under the law, without any reasonable cause;

(ii) have caused willful and intentional delay in ensuring the providing of information to the appellant as per provisions contained in RTI Act,2005;

(iii) have caused undue harassment, loss and other detriments to the appellant in seeking information;

(iv) As such Shri Davinder Singh,PCS, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana is directed to explain in writing by filing a self attested affidavit as to why the matter for initiating disciplinary proceedings under Service Rules against him be not taken up with the Chief Secretary to Govt. Punjab.   

(v) In addition to the written reply to be given in the shape of an affidavit, Shri Davinder Singh,PCS Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana is also hereby given an opportunity for a personal hearing on the next date of hearing before the matter for taking disciplinary action against him is recommended to the government. He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.

It is observed today during hearing that no information have been supplied to appellant till date though he filed an RTI application with PIO on 30.1.2013. Even first appellate authority Shri Davinder Singh,PCS, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana did not care to ensure the supply of information to applicant though first appeal was filed before him on 4.3.2013.  Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana treated Shri Rajinder Sharma ATP and Shri Nirmal Sharma, Superintendent Establishment as deemed PIOs, but of no avail. 


In view of facts that completely a callous, neglect and irresponsible approach have been made by PIO and deemed PIOs in supplying the information and inordinate and willful delay have been caused in providing information, which has not been provided till date to the appellant. 



As such Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana, Shri Rajinder Sharma ATP, MC, Ludhiana  and Shri Nirmal Sharma, Superintendent Establishment, MC, Ludhiana are directed:-

(i) to ensure the supply of point wise, correct, complete duly signed requisite information to appellant within 7 days under registered cover.

(iv) They are further directed to ensure their personal presence on the next date fixed along with relevant documents, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
(v) If Respondent-PIO and deemed PIOs are of the considered view that complete information as per record stands supplied, then on the next date of hearing Shri Tejinder Pal Singh, PIO-cum-Superintendent, MC, Zone-D, Ludhiana, Shri Rajinder Sharma, Deemed PIO-cum-ATP, Municipal Corporation, Zone D, Ludhiana and Shri Nirmal Singh, Superintendent Establishment, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana  shall file affidavits duly attested by Magistrate/Notary Public that complete information as is available on record of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana pertaining to RTI application of the applicant have been supplied to the appellant.  
(vi) Appellant is also advised to be present on the next date of hearing, failing which the case shall be heard and decided in his absence.
