On the last date of hearing held on 08.12.2015,  none was present on behalf of the respondents despite  the direction of the Commission to the respondent-PIO to be present in person and show cause why penalty should not be imposed upon him under section  20(I) of the RTI Act for the delay in  providing the information to the complainant.  Accordingly, penalty of Rs. 10,000/- was imposed upon the PIO-cum officiating Principal  under section 20(I) of the RTI Act.

In compliance of the order of the Commission  dated 18.12.2015, respondent-PIO – Shri Jasbir Singh  appeared and stated that he has since retired  from service on 30.11.2015 and  that during the period  from January 2015 to  July 2015 the PIO-cum-Principal was Shri Surinder Pal Singh who was responsible for providing the information to the complainant.  As such the penalty imposed upon him be waived off.  He has also filed his written reply  dated 20.01.2016 in this behalf.  Ms Kulwant Kaur who  is stated to be the present officiating Principal of the respondent-School stated that the information sought by the complainant is ready to be provided to the complainant and will be provided to him in due course.  None is present on behalf of the complainant nor has he sent any intimation  in this behalf.

I have heard the parties present and also gone through the documents on record.  It has been observed that despite having given ample opportunities to the respondent-PIO to provide the information to the complainant, he  failed to do so. The respondent also did not bother to appear before the Commission on  the consecutive dates of hearings  or  to file his  reply in this behalf. This shows that PIO did not take  RTI Act seriously and has shown  scant regard for the directions/orders of the Commission and completely ignored the provisions of the Act.  The explanation put forth by the respondent-PIO and the contentions  raised by him are internal matters which have to be dealt with  and taken care by the respondent-department  and cannot be taken as a ground or a defence for not supplying the information within the stipulated period.  The provisions as contained in the Act have to be given effect to achieve the objective of the Act  to bring  transparency and accountability of public officials and to establish the right of the citizen to have the information. Therefore, the reasons assigned for not supplying the information within the stipulated period, cannot be accepted. In this view of the matter, the request of the respondent-PIO to waive of the penalty imposed upon him cannot be  acceded to.   Accordingly, the penalty imposed upon him shall be recovered from his salary by the District Education Officer (S), Sri Mukatsar and deposited in the Government Treasury  under the relevant Head  under intimation to the Commission without any further delay.  Copy of this order be sent to the . District Education Officer (S), Sri Mukatsar for compliance.
