The PIO submitted before the Commission that he has provided the information to
the appellant but the appellant is not satisfied.

I have gone through the RTI application dated 03.08.2018 and discussed with
both the parties, the appellant and the PIO. The appellant sought nothing from para nos. 1 and
2 of the RTI application. | have discussed point nos. 3 to 6 of the RTI application and the
information was provided to the appellant by the office of the PIO through registered post.

The appellant stated that he has received the information which was sent to him
by the PIO from time to time through registered post.

| have discussed the matter involved in the present appeal case with the appellant
and heard the appellant at length and also perused the case file and the information which was
provided to the appellant by the PIO. The information sought by the appellant through his RTI
application had already been provided to the appellant by the P1O. So, the present appeal case

is disposed of and closed.
