 On receiving no information, he filed First Appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 28.01.2017. The PIO supplied information to the appellant vide Memo. No. 901/RTI-1, dated 10.03.2017. Having been dis-satisfied with the provided information, he approached  the Commission in the second appeal vide letter dated 25.04.2017, which was received in the Commission on 28.04.2017. Accordingly, a Notice of Hearing was issued to the parties for 24.05.2017.
2.	On 24.05.2017,  the appellant informed  that he was  not satisfied with the provided information as it was  incomplete and incorrect. Accordingly, the appellant was 
directed to furnish deficiencies in the provided information to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission and the PIO was  directed to supply complete information after removing the deficiencies. The case adjourned for today.
3.		Today, Shri Gurnam Singh, Senior Assistant, appearing  on behalf of   the respondents, submits a letter No. 2135/RTI-1, dated 16.06.2017 from AIGP, Punjab, Chandigarh-cum-PIO(Admn. Wing) addressed to the appellant, with a copy to the Commission vide which the appellant has been informed that the  information asked for 
at Point No. 1 cannot be supplied under Section 11 of the RTI Act, 2005 as it relates to 
third party and the information asked for at Point No. 2 has been supplied  vide letter No. 901/RTI-1, dated 10.03.2017.
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4.	The appellant alleges that the recruitment made against the posts of Constables by the Punjab Police  has  not been fair.  He claims that measurement of his height, chest, etc. have not been recorded correctly with malafide   intention due to which he has not been selected and that is why he is seeking the requisite information. He claims that he has qualified Physical Efficiency Test and Physical Measurement Test held  for the posts of constables held by Chandigarh Police and Haryana Police Recruitment Board. He submits copies of two Select Lists  alleging  that a revised  Select List was released later  with ulterior motive. To vindicate his stand,  he quotes a case of one Shri Baljeet Singh(at Sr. No. 15 of Waiting List) whose Height Marks are 11 in the first list but in the Revised List his Height Marks are 12(Sr. No. 68).  
5.	After hearing both the parties and going through the documents placed on record, prima facie it appears to be a case of discrimination. Therefore, in view of the allegations leveled  by the appellant  and keeping in view  the motive  of  enactment of RTI Act for enforcing  transparency in the governance vis-à-vis  in the interest of natural justice and fair play,  it is directed that the information asked for by the appellant  be supplied to him, before the next date of hearing.
