ORDER

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receipt of necessary approval, allotment letters to BSUP applicants shall be issued to the allottees and copies of the same shall be provided to him in due course.

On receipt of the approval for allotment from the Government and issuance of allotment letters, the appellant is advised to file fresh application to the PIO and get the same under the provisions of RTI Act.
