The respondent has furnished the information on all the 14 points vide letter dated 31.8.2010.  The grouse of the complainant, however, is that the information is sketchy. 

2.

I have heard the parties.  Since most of the record has reportedly been destroyed and information is based on memory, the respondent cannot be pinned down.  The appellant submits that they have separately moved an application under the Right to Information Act, 2005 seeking details regarding the rules under which the record was destroyed and copies of the orders of the competent authority approving the destruction of the record.  This issue, in any case, would be subject matter of another case/appeal.  The present complaint, therefore, is  disposed of.
