“The issue relates to the laying of sewerage in the town of Fatehgarh Churian.  The  grouse of the appellant is that the same has been laid beyond the municipal limit.  The respondent denies it.  He further says that this work has been executed by the Punjab Sewerage Board and suitable information can only be provided by it.

tion provided to the Municipal Committee in lieu of the road cuts made by the Punjab Sewerage Board for laying down the sewerage.  The Municipal Committee is yet to supply this information.  They are directed to do the needful early.”



The respondents submit that they have duly intimated the directions of the Commission to the S.D.O., Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board, Batala.  However, none is present on their behalf.  PIO in the office of the Sub Divisional Officer, Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board, Batala, is hereby directed to provide the information to the appellant before the next date of hearing.  Simultaneously, he is also desired to explain their inaction towards providing the information positively failing which the penal action shall follow.  He should also come present in person on the next date of hearing.”



A communication has been received from the SDE, Water Supply & Sewerage Board, Batala originally addressed to the complainant wherein the information with reference to the road cuttings for laying the sewerage pipes has been conveyed.  The appellant’s view point is that he has sought specific information with reference to the Municipal Council which has not been provided by them.  The respondent in the office of the XEN, Punjab Water Supply and Sewerage Board, Batala is directed to provide a break-up of the road cuttings between the PWD & Municipal areas to the appellant under intimation to the Commission.  The case is already over-delayed.  This forum expects prompt action on the same failing which penal provisions shall be invoked.”


Sh. Anil Mehta, E.O., Nagar Council, Fatehgarh Churian has submitted before the Commission a letter addressed to the Appellant wherein it has been admitted by the E. O. that no compensation  has been given by the Punjab Water Supply & Sewerage Board for the road cutting.  This forum believes that the information as was sought has been provided to the appellant.  In case he intends to pursue the issue he is directed to approach the concerned authority.  No further intervention of the Commission is desired.  The appeal is closed according.
