A body or free to establish that it is not owned, controlled or substantially financed directly or indirectly by the appropriate Government.”
They plead that according to para 40 of the judgment of the Hon’ble Supreme 
Court of India in Thalappalam Service Coop Bank Limited’s case, the complainant should have adduced evidence in support of his contention that the respondent institute is public authority within the meaning under Section 2 (h) of the RTI Act, 2005 so that the respondent-PIO could file a rejoinder but the complainant had not filed any reply/statement in that regard.  They also request to file this case.

Moreover, the appellant, Sh. Jagjit Singh, also could not file any submission in 

support of his contention that the respondent institute is public authority within the meaning under Section 2 (h) of the RTI Act, 2005.
In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.
