Complainant had filed two similar complaints in the Commission out of which  one is being dealt in by this  Bench while the other in CC-1958/2009  by the Bench headed by Shri Surinder Singh, State Information Commissioner.  It will be appropriate if this file is also transferred to Shri Surinder Singh, State Information Commission for taking one view in both the cases.
