ORDER



The respondent-University has responded to all the five issues vide its letter No.3851-52 dated 27.8.2012.  The University has further pointed out that the matter relates to the year 1984 and the concerned record had been destroyed as per the University’s instructions.  The university has further clarified that Smt. Amarjit Kaur d/o  Shri Harcharan Singh has passed her third year examination in 9/84 with roll No.9702 and had appeared as a private candidate from Sangrur.
2.

The plea of the appellant however is that as per his knowledge, Ms. Amarjeet Kaur had passed her B.A.-I examination in the year 1983 and she possibly could not pass her third year in 1984.
3.

I have heard the parties and perused the matter.  The information relates to a third party and as per provisions of Section 11 of the Right to Information Act, 2005,  the respondent was required to give a notice to the concerned third party.  Since, the record conveying the address of third party is reportedly destroyed by the University, as per its existing policy, procedure under Section 11 of the RTI Act could not be complied with.  Subsequently, the appellant gave an address said to be of the third party and a notice was given by the respondent to the third party on this given address,  but there was no response to this notice.

4.

Information as it exists in the record of the University has been furnished.  If any contradiction exists as to the year in which Ms. Amarjeet Kaur passed her B.A. Ist year examination, it is not in the domain of the Commission to adjudicate on this.  The complainant has sought the year in which she passed her examination and end of justice would be met if the University gives a copy of the relevant extract of gazette notification pertaining to her. Thereafter, if the appellant still has a grouse, he is free to approach the University authorities or the appropriate judicial forum for Redressal.
