ORDER 

This case was last heard on 07.03.2017. 
The applicant has stated that no information has been supplied to him by the 
PIO concerned  of office of Executive Engineer, Personnel Division, Ranjit Sagar Dam, Shahpurkandi (Pathankot). He also stated that  only information, running into four pages, was supplied to him by the respondent PIO concerned. The information, comprising four pages, which has been supplied to him, is not certified also.  He has also brought the copies of uncertified information and submitted the same into the Commission. A set of same information was handed over to Sh. Subash Chander, Executive Engineer-cum-PIO(Personnel) with the directions to supply the same information to the applicant after attestation of those four pages . This task was to be executed within seven working days from that day. The respondent PIO  was also directed either to supply the information to the appellant as per official record or file a reply in an affidavit stating that whatever information is available in the official record, has been supplied to the applicant and no other information, apart from the information supplied, is available in the official record as far as the queries raised by information seeker in his RTI request is concerned.
The applicant, Sh. Mohinder Singh, appeared in person in today’s hearing.

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Sh. Subash Chander, Executive Engineer-cum-Nodal PIO and Sh. Mohan Singh, 
Superintendent, who appeared in today’s hearing, submit a reply vide letter no. 281-84 dated 16.03.2017 signed by PIO(Nodal)-cum-Executive Engineer, Personnel Division, RSD Shahpurkandi.
In that reply, it has been stated that whatever information is available in the 
official record, certified copies of the same has already been supplied to the applicant, Sh. Mohinder Singh. 
In that reply, it is also intimated that the original record pertaining to the four 
pages of information, which were handed over to representative of the respondent on the last date of hearing, held on 07.03.2017, by the Commission, to certify the same, are not found available in the official record and  hence in absence of  original official record, these copies of the information cannot be attested/certified.
Hence, this is the reason behind the fact that the certified copies of information 
could not be provided  to the information seeker. They also stated that information seeker has already been informed about this fact in writing.
Sh. Mohan Singh also submits a copy of the reply, dated 21.03.2017, in the 
shape of an affidavit signed by himself. It is also taken on record.
Sh. Subash Chander  also submits another Reply, vide letter dated 21.03.2017, 
through which he has pleaded  to waive off the penalty of Rs. 15000/- which was imposed upon him, vide orders dated 05.11.2015. It is also taken on record.
After going through the written  and oral submissions made by Sh. Subash 

Chander and Sh. Mohan Singh, it has been found that facts of the instant appeal case deserve reconsideration in the interest of justice.  
Having made the fair and judicious evaluation of the facts of the instant appeal 
case,  I found that reasons given by the respondent PIO concerned and his official associates have succeeded in establishing the fact that respondent PIO concerned has fulfilled the responsibilities, which have been assigned to him in the capacity of PIO.
The respondent PIO has not made any intentional delay in supplying the 
requisite information to the appellant.
 

I am also of the view that grave injustice will be done to the respondent PIO concerned if he was held guilty in this case and penalty, which has been imposed upon him, is not waived off. 
 Hence, penalty imposed upon the concerned PIO is waived off.
As no cause of action is left in this case, the case is disposed of and closed.
