ORDER
On the last date of hearing, held on 22.04.2014, Sh. Vikrant Sharma, Advocate, 
appeared on behalf of the respondent and stated that  the requisite information has already been supplied to the complainant - Sh. Rajendra Prasad Mehta, vide letter no. 696-97 dated 19.02.2014 through speed post and again vide letter no. 1039 dated 28.03.2014. A show-cause was also issued to Sh.  A. S. Chawla, Registrar, Punjabi University, Patiala, under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act. 



During the hearing today, Sh. Vikrant Sharma, Advocate, who appeared on behalf of the respondent PIO of office of Punjabi University, Patiala, Sh. A. S. Chawla, Registrar, states that a reply has been made by Sh. A. S. Chawla in compliance of the order of the Commission dated 22.04.2014. That reply was submitted in the Commission on 19.05.2014 and the same was received vide Diary No. 11188  dated 19.05.2014.


In that reply, Sh. A. S. Chawla, has explained that as to why delay has occurred in supplying the requisite information to the complainant, Sh. Rajendra Prasad Mehta, against the queries raised  by him.



However, Sh. A. S. Chawla has failed to submit the affidavit as directed by  this Bench  vide  its order dated  22.04.2014.



On this Sh. Vikrant Sharma made a submission that  he will ensure that Sh. Chawla submits his affidavit as per direction of this Bench within two weeks from today and a copy of the same is sent to Sh. Rajendra Prasad Mehta.
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A decision on the reply to the show cause filed by Sh. Chawla in the Commission 
through Dy. No. 11188 dated 19.05.2014 will be taken later on.



Sh. Mehta during the hearing today, while asking that he should be given suitable compensation for suffering monetary loss due to the delay made by the respondent in supplying  the requisite information to him, also insisted  that this Bench must use its influence to ensure his admission in Bachelor of Law degree course as (regular student) in Punjabi Uniersity, Patiala.  Sh. Mehta was explained that as per provisions of RTI Act, the Commission does not carry any power to direct the Punjabi University, Patiala, to admit him in Bachelor of Law degree (regular course).  He was also explained that RTI Act is only meant for ensuring the supply of that information to any applicant, which is held on record.  The Commission cannot go beyond it.
