On 6.5.2010, the appellant submitted that the reply given by the respondent requires further clarifications on two issues for which time was allowed to the respondent and the case was adjourned to 17.5.2010,  when, the appellant confirmed that he had received the information on all the seven points and that he was satisfied with the same. However, it was pleaded that the information had been supplied after the lapse of 30 days of statutory period provided in the Right to Information Act, 2005 and therefore penalty should be imposed on the respondent. Under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005, if the Commission at the time of deciding an appeal, comes to the conclusion that delay on the part of the PIO is without any reasonable cause it shall impose a penalty of Rs.250/- for each day till the information is furnished.  
7.

I have considered the reply filed by the University. It is also observed that it is for the first time that the PIO has delayed the information. Considering the circumstances of the case and the reasons given by the PIO, failure to supply the information may not be considered willful or intentional or malafide.  For the time being, a warning be issued to the PIO to ensure that in all future cases, the information should be supplied within the statutory period.  Any default will be viewed adversely and penalty will be imposed.  With these directions, the case is closed.
