The complainant has been alleging that he had handed over certain papers to Shri G.S.Benipal, the then Tehsildar (Central), Ludhiana for demarcation but he has no diary number etc. with him to prove it. The officials have been claiming that no such papers are available in their office record.  They have further checked up that no papers were ever diarised, hence they are not  in a position to take any action or to provide copy thereof. The appellant still alleged that Shri Benipal, the then Tehsildar (Central), Ludhiana visited the site in view of the papers, he handed over to him personally, whereas Shri Benipal stated that he visited the spot on the asking of other party and not the appellant.
3.

Since no papers are available in the office record as stated by the respondents and the appellant does not have any diary number etc. to establish his claim.  The Commission after listening to both the parties  found it appropriate to refer the matter to the Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana to look into the whole aspect and find out as to whether any such papers were handed over to the then Tehsildar or not and whether any follow up was done on the receipt of those papers.  However, the appellant did not agree to this departmental inquiry, which was being ordered by the Commission and he left the proceedings.
