Vide order dated 17.06.2015, the bench of the undersigned has directed the PIO-

cum-Registrar, Punjabi University, Patiala to supply the requisite information to the appellant within four weeks from that day. 

Instead of supplying the requisite information, the PIO-cum-Registrar, Punjabi 

University, Patiala, stated that the information seeker should move a fresh RTI request to get the information as in the earlier RTI request, the information seeker has sought for wrong information, which was not held in the official record of the Punjabi University, Patiala.

As the respondent has failed to do so by not making compliance of the order dated 
17.06.2015, I am of the considered view that show cause be issued to Dr. Devinder Singh, who is PIO-cum-Registrar of Punjabi University, Patiala.
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In view of the above,  PIO - Dr. Devinder Singh, Registrar, Punjabi University, 
Patiala, will show cause under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon him for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.


In addition to his submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under 
Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.



He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 
He is also directed to  file a status report regarding action taken by him on the RTI 

request filed by the applicant which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official record before or on the next date of hearing. A copy of the RTI request be sent to him alongwith this order through registered post  for his ready reference.
