Failing to get satisfactory information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, Shri Gulshan Rai Sanger filed a complaint 
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dated 22.04.2014 with the Commission,  which was received in it on 28.04.2014 and 
finding sufficient reasons to inquire into the matter in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for  23.07.2014.

On 23.07.2014, the information asked for by the complainant was discussed in the court.  During  the discussion, the  complainant stated that copy of authorization from Dr. (Mrs.) Saroj Bhalla, Principal of the College,  had not been supplied to him on behalf of whom  the short reply was filed by Shri Vinod Bhardwaj, President,  by way of affidavit on 08.01.2014 in CWP No. 28755 of 2013. The Principal stated that she was on leave and she had not authorized Shri Vinod Bhardwaj for filing an affidavit on her behalf in the High Court in CWP No. 28755 of 2013.  Shri Sameer Sachdeva, Counsel for  Shri Vinod Bhardwaj, President, stated that Shri Vinod Bhardwaj was authorized by the Managing Committee to file the affidavit/short reply in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP No. 28755 of 2013. Accordingly, Dr. (Mrs.) Saroj Bhalla, Principal, DAN College of Education for Women, Nawanshahr  was  directed to make a written submission on the next date of hearing clarifying whether she authorized Shri Vinod Bhardwaj, President to file an affidavit/short reply  on her behalf in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP 28755 of 2013 on 08.01.2014. The case was adjourned to 05.08.2014.
