ORDER



The case has been heard through Video Conferencing.



The information being relates to the particulars of the children of one Sh. Satnam Singh who are studying in a government school.  The respondents had denied the information to the appellant invoking Section 8 (1) (j) of the Act as an uncalled for intrusion into the privacy of an individual.  Besides, it is a third party information.



The appellant, on the other hand, says that the father of the children, the particulars of whom have been sought, has illegally contracted a second marriage detriment to the interests of his sister who is the legally wedded wife of Sh. Satnam Singh.  He needs these documents in order to prove it and secure justice.  The aforementioned facts have not been denied by the respondents.  As the issue relates to the resolution of a Court case, the invocation of Section 8 (1) (j) of the Act may not be appropriate in this case.  In order that the justice prevails and law takes it legitimate course the recourse to provisions of ‘personal information’ and uncalled for intrusion should not apply in this case.  The Commission overrules the decision of the PIO and directs the respondents to provide him the information within 15 days from today positively.
