Vide RTI application dated 19-10-2014  addressed to the respondent, Shri  Kamalpreet Singh sought various information/documents on 7 points regarding DDRC Scheme being pursued in DDRC Centre Patiala.

2.

Failing to get satisfactory information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, Shri Kamalpreet Singh  filed a complaint dated 20-10-2014  with the Commission,  which was received in it on 20-10-2014 and finding sufficient reasons to inquire into the matter in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for  11.02.2015, which was further postponed to 23.02.2015 due to certain administrative reasons. 

3.

On 23.02.2015, Shri Pritpal Singh Sidhu, DDRO-cum-Joint Secretary, appearing on behalf of the respondent, informed  that requisite information had been supplied to the complainant. The complainant informed  that information in respect of Points No. 1,6  and 7 had  been supplied but the information in respect of Points No. 2,3, 4 and 5  was  still pending. The status of the  provided information  was  discussed in detail. After discussing the matter at length and with mutual consent of both the 

parties, the complainant was  directed to inspect the record on 03.03.2015 at 10.00 A.M. in the office of PIO and identify the documents required by him and the PIO  was 
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directed to provide the documents,  identified by the complainant during inspection,  on the spot to the complainant. The case was adjourned to 26.03.2015.

4.

On 26.03.2015,  the respondent handed  over information to the 
complainant in the court.  After perusing the information, the complainant informed  that 
the information  was  still incomplete. Accordingly, the complainant  was  directed to send his observations, if any,  on the information provided to him and the PIO  was directed to supply remaining information to the complainant within 30 days, with a copy to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 09.06.2015.

5.

On 09.06.2015,  the respondent submitted  a CD containing information. The complainant submitted  that he wanted  duly attested copies of  information regarding Points No. 3, 4 and 5. Accordingly, the PIO was  directed to supply duly attested copies of requisite information to the complainant, free of cost. He  was  also directed to explain the factual position of the case, in person, on the next date of hearing so that  complete information could be supplied to the appellant without any further delay,  failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would be taken against him.  The case was adjourned to 25.08.2015.
6.


On 25.08.2015,  Shri Pritpal Singh Sidhu, Secretary, Red Cross-cum-PIO-cum-DDRO, appearing  on behalf of the respondent, submitted  a letter No. DDRC/PTA/ 2015/ 515, dated 21.08.2015 in  which he has narrated the factual position of the case. He asserted  that complete information, available on record, had  been supplied to the complainant. The complainant informed  that the provided information was  incomplete. In these circumstances, the PIO was  directed to submit an affidavit on the next date of hearing to the effect that the complete information, available on record, has been supplied to the complainant and no more information relating to instant RTI application is available with them. The case was adjourned for today.
7.


A letter No. DDRC/PTA/2015/581,  dated 18.09.2015 has been received from Secretary-cum-PIO vide which an affidavit has been sent, as per the directions of the Commission issued on the last date of hearing,  with a copy to the complainant.  
8.


The complainant submits that information has been supplied to him but it 
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is late  by about 12 months.  Accordingly, the PIO is directed to submit a written submission, on the next date of hearing,  explaining   reasons in detail for the delay in the supply of in formation to the appellant
9.


Adjourned to  10.12.2015  at 11.00 A.M. for further hearing  in Court  No. 2, SCO No. 32-34(First Floor), Sector: 17-C, Chandigarh.

Shri Jasbir Singh, Appellant, vide an RTI application dated 24.09.2014,        addressed to PIO, sought certain information on 2  points regarding implementation of Section 4(1)(b)  of RTI Act. 2005 and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated 31.10.2014  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated 06.01.2015  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on  the same day and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties to 09.04.2015.

3.

On 09.04.2015,  the appellant informed  that no information had been supplied to him as yet. He  asserted  that he wanted  that provisions of  Section 4(1)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 might  be implemented by the Public Authority  completely as a period of 10 years had passed whereas these 

provisions were to be implemented within 120 days of the enactment of the Act.  
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Accordingly, the PIO  was  directed to implement the provisions of Section 4(1)(b) of RTI Act, 2005  and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 within 2 months,  under intimation to the Commission. 
A copy each of the order was  forwarded to Financial Commissioner Revenue, Punjab and Deputy Commissioner Ludhiana to ensure that the provisions of Section 4(1)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 were  implemented by the Public Authority in its true spirit within 2 months. The case was adjourned to 07.07.2015.

4.

On 07.07.2015,  the respondent informed  that the information  was  almost  ready and assured  that complete information would  be supplied to the appellant within 2 days. Accordingly, the PIO was  directed to supply complete information to the appellant within 15 days, under intimation to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 25.08.2015.
5.

On 25.08.2015,  the appellant informed  that provided information iwas wrong, incorrect and misleading. Accordingly, he  was  directed to furnish deficiencies in the provided information to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission and the PIO was  directed to supply complete information after removing the deficiencies, which would  be sent by the appellant in due course of time. The case was adjourned for today.
6.

A letter No. 816/R.C., dated 15.10.2015, addressed to the appellant with a copy endorsed to the Commission,  has been received from Joint Sub-Registrar, Sri Machhiwara Sahib vide which requisite information has been supplied to the appellant. Today, the appellant confirms it while stating that he has received the information and is satisfied.

Shri Jasbir Singh, Appellant, vide an RTI application dated 24.09.2014,        addressed to PIO, sought certain information on 2  points regarding implementation of Section 4(1)(b)  of RTI Act. 2005 and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007.
2.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated 08.11.2014  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated 06.01.2015  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on  the same day and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 09.04.2015.

3.

On 09.04.2015, a  letter dated 01.04.2015 was  submitted by Shri Avdesh Kumar, Peon from Tehsildar-cum-PIO, Raikot informing the Commission that there is no sub-clause (b) of Section 4 of RTI Act, 2005 and no representation had  been received to get information regarding Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 and therefore no 

information could be supplied.  
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4.

The appellant informed  that no information had  been supplied to him as yet. He  asserted  that he wanted  that provisions of  Section 4(1)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 might  be implemented by the Public 

Authority  completely as a period of 10 years had  passed whereas these provisions were to be implemented within 120 days of the enactment of the Act.  Accordingly, the PIO  was  directed to implement the provisions of Section 4(1)(b) of RTI Act, 2005  and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 within 2 months,  under intimation to the Commission. A copy each of the order was  forwarded to Financial Commissioner Revenue, Punjab and Deputy Commissioner Ludhiana to ensure that the provisions of Section 4(1)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 and Section 3(3) of Punjab RTI Rules, 2007 were  implemented by the Public Authority in its true spirit within 2 months. The case was adjourned to 09.07.2015.

5.

On 09.07.2015 again, none  was  present on behalf of the respondent. Viewing the absence of the respondent during two consecutive hearings seriously, one last opportunity was  afforded to the PIO to supply requisite information to the appellant. He was  also directed to explain, in person, the reasons for delay on the next date of hearing, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would  be initiated against him. A copy each of the order was  again   forwarded to Financial Commissioner Revenue, Punjab and Deputy Commissioner Ludhiana to ensure the compliance of the orders. The case was adjourned to 25.08.2015.
6.

On 25.08.2015,  the appellant informed  that complete information had not been provided to him as yet. He  requested  that a penalty of Rs. 25,000/-  might be imposed upon the PIO and a compensation of Rs. 10,000/- might  be awarded to him as per the provisions of RTI Act, 2005.

7.

The respondent was absent during  last two consecutive hearings. Despite the directions issued by Commission and forwarding copy of the orders to F.C. Revenue and D.C. Ludhiana, the PIO was  not present. Rather he had made a mockery of the RTI Act by sending a private person on his behalf, who was  totally blank as far as the instant case was  concerned. Viewing the disobedience of the orders of the Commission by the PIO, very seriously he was  directed to be present in person to explain his 
 conduct alongwith relevant record so that complete information could be supplied to the 
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appellant without any further delay, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would be initiated against him, ex-parte.  A copy each of the order was  again forwarded to Financial Commissioner Revenue, Punjab and Deputy Commissioner Ludhiana to ensure the strict compliance of the orders of the Commission as the Sub-Registrar,  Raikot,  District: Ludhiana, was  openly defying the orders of the Commission. The case was adjourned for today.
8.

Today, the respondent informs that information has been supplied to the appellant vide letter dated 01.04.2015. The appellant informs that he has not received the information. Consequently, the respondent hands over information to the appellant. The appellant further informs that information regarding implementation of Section 4 of RTI Act, 2005 has not been supplied to him as yet. After discussing the matter at length, the PIO is directed to implement the provisions of Section 4 of RTI Act, 2005 within 6 months and a copy of order is forwarded to D.C. Ludhiana to ensure the compliance of the order.
9.

The appellant submits that he has suffered a lot in obtaining the  information in  the instant case. He requests that he may be suitably compensated for the loss and detriment suffered by him since 24.09.2014, the date of submission of RTI application. The appellant has attended 4 hearings in the Commission. In view of the loss and detriment suffered by the appellant during this period, I find full justification in awarding him a suitable compensation. Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 19(8)(b) of RTI Act, 2005, a compensation of Rs. 1600/-(Rupees one thousand and six hundred only) is awarded to Shri Jasbir Singh, appellant, to be paid by the Public Authority. The respondent assures that compensation will be paid to the appellant within two days. 
10.

On the assurance given by the respondent to pay compensation within two days, the case is disposed of and closed.

On 11.03.2015, a  perusal of case file revealed that the PIO-cum-Additional Director   had  sent information to the appellant  vide letter No. 793-94, dated

He had  sent his observations on the provided information to the Commission  with a copy to the PIO vide letter dated 07.03.2015.  None was  present on behalf of the respondent. Viewing the absence of the respondent seriously, the PIO  was  directed to supply complete information in the light of the observations furnished by the appellant within 30 days under intimation to the Commission. The PIO  was  also directed to explain factual position of the case, in person, on the next date of hearing so that complete information could be supplied to the appellant without any further delay. On 25.08.2015,  the respondents handed  over point-wise detailed information to the appellant in the court, who sought  time to study the provided 
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 information, which was  granted. Accordingly, the appellant was  directed to send his observations, if any, on the provided information to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission and the PIO is directed to supply the remaining information in view of the observations, which would be furnished to them by the appellant in due course of time. The case was adjourned for today.
7.

Today, the respondent submits a letter No. 10823-TA(H-1-RTI Act,2005-2015/47, dated 19.10.2015 from Additional Director-cum-PIO, Treasury & Accounts, Punjab informing  that the information available on the record has already been supplied to the appellant no more information relating to instant RTI Application  is available in their record. The appellant expresses dis-satisfaction. After hearing both the parties and discussing the matter, the PIO is directed to submit a duly attested Affidavit to this effect on the next date of hearing.

He had assured that as and when a  report was  received from D.R.O., the same would  be sent for taking further necessary action. A copy of the order was  forwarded to District Revenue Officer, Ludhiana to send the requisite report to A.D.C. Ludhiana/Director Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab, Mohali at the earliest so that requisite information could be supplied to the complainant without any further delay. The case was adjourned for today.
9.

A letter dated 21.10.2015 has been received through e-mail from the complainant informing that he is unable to attend hearing today due to law & order problem in Ludhiana. He has further informed that complete information has not been 
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supplied to him by ADC-D Ludhiana. He has requested that penalty may be imposed upon the PIO for harassing him. 
10.

Today, the respondent informs that requisite Inquiry Report has been supplied to the complainant. In case the complainant is still not satisfied, then his attention is invited to the  judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India rendered on 12.12.2011 in Civil Appeal Nos. 10787-10788 of 2011(arising out of SLP(C) No. 32768-32769/2010) in Para 31 whereof, it has been held that while entertaining a complaint case under Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005, the Commissioners have no jurisdiction to pass an order providing for an access to the information. As such, since the complainant has approached the Commission under the provisions of Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005,  no directions for providing further information can be  given by the Commission.

11.

Since there is an alternative and efficacious remedy of first appeal available to the Complainant under Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, which has not been availed in the instant case and the First Appellate Authority has not had the occasion to review the decision of the PIO, as envisaged under the RTI Act by passing a detailed well reasoned speaking order.  In case the Complainant has any grouse about the provided information, he is advised to challenge the response of the PIO before the designated First Appellate Authority, as envisaged under Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, who will decide the matter in accordance with the provisions of the RTI Act within the prescribed time limit, after giving an opportunity of hearing to all concerned, by passing a speaking order.

12.

If, however, the Complainant does not feel satisfied with the decision of the First Appellate Authority, he will be at liberty to file  a Second Appeal before the Commission under Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005. 

13.

In view of the observations noted above, the instant case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of.

Shri  Ujagar Singh, Appellant,  vide an RTI application dated 29.12.2014, addressed to PIO, sought Action Taken Report on a complaint dated 11.07.2013 against District Development and Panchayat Officer, Barnala. 

2.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated  31.01.2015  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated  07.04.2015   under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on the same day  and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 24.06.2015.

3.

On 24.06.2015,  the respondent informed  that requisite information had  been sent to the appellant on 30.01.2015. A letter dated 24.06.2015 was  received from the appellant through e-mail informing that he  was  unable to attend hearing  due to ill health of his father. He  requested to adjourn  the case to some other day. Accordingly, 
the appellant   was  directed to send his observations, if any, on the provided 
information, to the PIO with a copy to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 23.07.2015.
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4.

A letter dated 22.07.2015 was  received through e-mail  from the appellant informing that he  was  unable to attend hearing as his father had  expired. He  requested to adjourn the case to some other date. The respondent informed  that the sought information had  already been supplied to the appellant. Since the appellant was not present, the respondent  was  directed to send one more copy of the information to the appellant by registered post and the appellant was  directed to send his observations, if any, on the provided information to the PIO with a copy to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 03.09.2015.
5.

On 03.09.2015,  the appellant informed  that the information provided regarding Point No. 1 was  incomplete whereas no information had been supplied regarding Points No. 2, 3 and 4. He further informed  that he had sent  the deficiencies in the provided information to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission. Shri Anil Kumar, Clerk, appearing on behalf of the respondents, was  unable to explain the position of the case as he was  totally ignorant about  the facts of the case. Accordingly, it was  directed that an official,  not below the rank of APIO,   should be deputed to attend the hearing and he should be fully conversant with the facts of the case.   Besides, the PIO was directed to supply complete information to the appellant  in the light of the deficiencies pointed out by him, before the next date of hearing, under intimation to the Commission, failing which punitive action will be initiated against him. The case was adjourned for today.
6.

Today, the respondent informs that inquiry report has been supplied to the appellant. The appellant expresses dis-satisfaction while stating that the provided information is still incomplete. In these circumstances, the PIO is directed to explain the factual position of the case in person on the next date of hearing so that complete information could be supplied to the appellant without any further delay since the RTI application is pending since 29.12.2014, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, will be initiated against him.

On 11.05.2015,  Smt. Preet Mohinder Kaur, Senior Assistant, appearing 

on behalf of the respondents informed  that a report in the matter had  been received

Shri H.S.Hundal, Appellant,  vide an RTI application dated 06.12.2014,       addressed to PIO, sought certain information on 10 points regarding the CLU case of Godawri Hyundai Car Dealers running a Car Agency on Ludhiana Road. 

2.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated nil   under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide application dated 03.03.2015 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on the same day  and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 10.06.2015.

3.

A letter dated 09.06.2015 was  received from the appellant through e-mail seeking exemption from his presence.   He   informed that he had visited the office of PIO continuously but information had  been denied on one pretext or the other. He  requested that the respondents may be directed to provide complete point-wise information to him. He   also requested to adjourn the case to any date in the month of July, 2015.
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4.

The respondent submits a copy of letter No. 113, dated 09.06.2015, addressed to the appellant vide which the information regarding Points No. 1 and 10 had  been sent to the appellant. Regarding information asked for at Points No. 2 to 9, it had  been informed that this information  was  not available in the Building Branch of Corporation and the same might be obtained from PWD or D.T.P. Ferozepur. Accordingly, the respondent  was  directed to send this letter in original alongwith information  regarding Points No. 1 and 10 to the appellant by registered post and the appellant was directed to send his observations, if any, to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 16.07.2015, which was further postponed to 30.07.2015 due to certain administrative reasons.

5.

On 30.07.2015,  the appellant informed  that no document, sought  by him vide the instant RTI application,  had  been supplied to him till date  Smt. Monica Anand, A.T.P. Moga-cum-PIO, appearing  on behalf of the respondents, informed  that the sought information was  not readily available in their record and the same would  have to be prepared after conducting a survey. After hearing both the parties and discussing the matter at length, the PIO was  directed to supply the requisite information to the appellant before the next date of hearing. The case was adjourned to 08.09.2015.
6.

On 08.09.2015,  the respondent handed  over information to the appellant in the court. He submitted  a letter No. 280, dated 07.09.2015 enclosing therewith a copy of provided information. After perusing the provided information, the appellant sought  copies of relevant Notifications identifying the location of the said Building. Accordingly, the PIO was  directed to supply copies of relevant Notifications to the appellant, before the next date of hearing, under intimation to the Commission. The case was adjourned for today.
7.

Today, the respondent hands over copies of Notifications to the appellant in the court today. The appellant informs that information regarding Point  No. 6 has been supplied and the remaining information is still pending. He submits that his RTI application is pending since 06.12.2014 but complete information has not still not been supplied to him. He submits   that necessary action under the relevant provisions of RTI Act, 2005 may be taken against the PIO for the delay in the supply of complete 
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information  and he may be suitably compensated for the loss and detriment suffered by him during  this long period. 
8.

After hearing both the parties and discussing the matter at length, it is directed that copy of lay-out Plan of said Car Agency approved under Factories Act be provided to the appellant alongwith ownership documents of the Agency. Besides, a Show-Cause Notice is issued to the PIO to explain reasons through a duly attested Affidavit as to why a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed upon him for the delay in the supply of information and also as to why a suitable compensation be not awarded to the appellant for the loss and detriment suffered by him during this long period. He is also afforded an opportunity of personal hearing to explain reasons in person, on the next date of hearing. 
9.

Adjourned to  10.12.2015  at 11.00 A.M.  for further hearing  in Court No. 2, SCO No. 32-34(First Floor), Sector: 17-C, Chandigarh, for confirmation of compliance of orders.
