In the present case, vide letter dated 09.03.2012 sought information from the respondent on three points pertaining to the complaint dated 12.01.2012 filed by him against Dr. B.L. Kapur Hospital.   He further sought information on seven points contained in the said complaint dated 12.01.2012.


It is further contended that first appeal before the First Appellate Authority was filed on 10.04.2012.   However, the (present) Second Appeal has been filed with the Commission, received in its office on 21.06.2012 stating that no information has so far been provided. 


In the hearing dated 06.09.2012, Sh. Adarsh Kumar, Supdt.-PIO had appeared and submitted that since the matter pertained to irregularities in the Dr. B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, Ludhiana, the application had been forwarded to the office of Civil Surgeon, Ludhiana for getting an enquiry conducted into the matter.


In a subsequent hearing on 18.10.2012, Dr. Pardeep Sharma came present on behalf of the respondent and provided a copy of the enquiry report along with an earlier enquiry report wherein the enquiry had been conducted by the Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana. 


Today, no one has put in appearance on behalf of the respondent nor has any communication been received from him.  No doubt the two enquiries have already been carried out in the matter, the fact that no specific information on the seven points contained in the complaint dated 12.01.2012 submitted by Sh. Aggarwal has been provided so far.


The application for information was submitted as back as 09.03.2012 and it is already over eight months now.   Not providing the information even after a lapse of such a long period is clearly against the spirits of the RTI Act, 2005.

 
Therefore, PIO, office of the Director Health & Family Welfare, Punjab, Sector 34, Chandigarh is hereby issued a show cause notice as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on him till the information is furnished.  


In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 


PIO is further directed to ensure his personal presence on the next date fixed and make written submissions, if any, in response to the show cause notice, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.


On the next date fixed, the PIO shall appear personally and in the meantime, he will endeavour to provide complete, requisite, specific, point-wise information to the applicant-appellant within a fortnight under intimation to the Commission.
