ORDER



The appellant vide an application dated 19.6.2013 had asked for certain personal information relating to Census Data relating to individuals mentioned in the RTI application. The information-seeker has come in appeal to the Commission challenging the stand of the respondent-Municipal Corporation.

We have heard the parties and perused the record.  The plea of the respondent-Municipal Corporation is that they had conducted Census Survey on behalf of the Director Census, Punjab, Chandigarh and record is not held by the respondent-Municipal Corporation.  PIO has also taken the plea that census record cannot be given in view of Section 15 of the Census Act, 1948.  It is also pleaded that the information relates to a third party and is of a personal nature.

4.

The plea of the information-seeker on the other hand is that Census Survey is published and is a public document.  He is relying on a news-item, which appeared in the Punjabi Tribune on 29.11.2013 pertaining to Fatehgarh Sahib district.
5.

For the purpose of the present appeal suffice to note that Municipal Corporation is not the custodians of information and it is not held by it within the meaning of Section 2(j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005.  After conducting the survey, the information was transferred to the Director Census, Punjab, Chandigarh which is the relevant public authority for Section 2(j) of the RTI Act. 
6.

In view of the above pleadings, it is not necessary to go into other grounds taken by the respondent-Municipal Corporation. The information-seeker has to approach the PIO/Director Census, Punjab for seeking information.  The Municipal Corporation should have transferred the request for information under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act which it failed to do so.
7.

In view of the above, the present appeal case filed in the Commission on 3.10.2013 is closed.  A copy of this order shall be endorsed to the PIO/Director Census of Punjab, Chandigarh for appropriate action at his end.

It is pleaded by the respondent that complete information to the satisfaction of information-seeker has been furnished and that there is no merit in the present appeal and it should be dismissed.  The appellant expresses his satisfaction with the information furnished to him.  Hence, the present appeal which was filed in the Commission on 23.12.2013 is closed.
