ORDER

On the face of it, the facts indicate a willful denial of information, which was sought in July, 2012.  It is, therefore, a fit case to issue a show cause notice to 
Shri R.L. Mehta, Officer on Special Duty (Litigation)-cum-PIO and Smt. Manjit Kaur, Superintendent-cum-PIO, Health-VI-Branch.  Their written replies to this show cause notice as to why penalty should not be imposed on them may be submitted to the Commission before the next date of hearing, which is fixed for 1.4.2013.  On that date, the PIOs’ may also avail the opportunity of personal hearing.

4.

Since this case has been adjourned on number of occasions forcing the information-seeker to attend proceedings at Chandigarh by travelling from Ludhiana, I award an interim compensation of Rs.1000/- under Section 19(8)(b) of the Right to Information Act, 2005.
