ORDER


This case was earlier heard on 12.3.2013 when Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh, PCS, who was working as  District Transport Officer, Sri Muktsar Sahib came present  and submitted that the official dealing with the subject matter of the complaint was placed under suspension and therefore the application of the complainant did not come to his notice. The PIO also tendered unqualified apology for not attending the hearings in this Commission and gave assurance to supply the information within two week’s time and the case was adjourned to 9.4.2013.  On 9.4.2013, the Public Information Officer was not present, however a message through e-mail, was received from Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh, PCS, District Transport Officer, Sri Muktsar Sahib mentioning that due to some official meeting, he may be granted exemption and the case may be adjourned. The PIO Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh was directed to be personally present at the next date of hearing i.e. 22.5.2013 to explain the delay in submitting his written reply relating to the complaint. The PIO is not present, however Shri Sheetal Singh, Clerk, is  present on behalf of the District Transport Officer, Sri Muktsar Sahib. The respondent submits that Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh PCS, DTO, Bathinda with additional charge of DTO Sri Muktsar Sahib has been transferred and Shri Varinder Pal Singh Bajwa, PCS, SDM Sri Muktsar Sahib has been given the additional charge of DTO, Sri Muktsar Sahib as per the orders of the Punjab Government dated 15.5.2013. 


During hearing of this case on 9.4.2013, the complainant was awarded Rs. 2000/- for harassment and detriment caused to him to be paid by the Public Authority i.e. DTO, Sri Muktsar Sahib. The complainant states that till date the compensation awarded by this Commission has not been given to him.



In this case, there appears to be willful disobedience of the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005 by Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh, PIO, DTO, Sri Muktsar Sahib. In view of the delay in supply of the information Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh, PCS, now working as SDM Ropar is hereby issued show cause notice under Section 20(1) of the Right Information Act, 2005 as to why penalty may not be imposed upon him. Further Shri Bhupinder Mohan Singh is directed to be personally present on the next date of hearing as an opportunity of being heard before any penalty is imposed on him. The PIO ,DTO, Sri Muktsar Sahib is directed to pay the compensation awarded to the complainant as per order of this Commission dated 9.4.2013 within one week’s time through demand draft, to be sent to the complainant, through registered post.
