	The appellant has sought information as enumerated in his RTI application dated: 22.09.2017. First appeal was filed with the First Appellate Authority on dated: 25.01.2018 and second appeal was filed in the Commission on dated: 05.04.2018.
	Notice of hearing has been issued to the parties for 22.05.2018 to appear before the Commission.
	The Appellant states that no information has been provided to him by the Respondent – PIO.
	Neither the PIO nor his representative is present for today’s hearing.  PIO has not bothered to inform the Commission about his absence for today’s hearing.
	The perusal of the case reveals that respondent has delayed the information about five months.  
	In view of the above, a show cause notice under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act is issued to the PIO O/o Deputy Commissioner, Ferozepur, as to why penalty should not be imposed upon him for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the appellant under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
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	The Respondent PIO is directed to file an affidavit in response to the Show Cause Notice and should appear personally on the next date fixed, otherwise it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall initiate ex-parte proceeding. A copy of this order be sent to the PIO O/o Deputy Commissioner, Ferozepur by registered post.
	The case is adjourned for 17.07.2018 at 11:30 AM.
