Shri  Mangal Singh, complainant vide an RTI application dated   28.10.2013, addressed to  the Superintendent Engineer, Water Supply and Sanitation , Amritsar Circle, Amritsar ,sought Action taken report  on S.D.E. No. 1 Letter 791 of 20.9.2013.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 17.12.2013.

Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing through Video Conferencing facility available through NIC was issued to both the parties for today.


During the hearing of this case it is observed that no information have been provided to the applicant/complainant. Shri Balkar Singh SDE,  Div No. 3, WS&S circle Amritsar, appearing for   the respondent PIO, states that he has joined his duties two days back, as such could not provide the information. He further requested for an adjournment of weeks time for providing the information. 

It is also observed that despite  the fact that the RTI application was filed way back on 28.8.2013, no information have been provided by the PIO cum Executive Engineer, Div. No. 3, Water Supply and Sanitation Circle Amritsar. It is further noted that PIO cum Executive Engineer, Water Supply & Sanitation did  not bother to provide information.

As, this lackadaisical approach on the part of  Shri Narinder Singh  PIO cum Executive Engineer, Div. No. 3, Water Supply and Sanitation Circle Amritsar, in providing the information to the complainant,  is against the very spirit of RTI Act, 2005, a show cause notice is  issued to Shri Narinder Singh  PIO cum Executive Engineer, Div. No. 3, Water Supply and Sanitation Circle Amritsar to explain in writing as to why the  provisions of section 20 (1)  of RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against him for willful  delaying and denying the information as sought vide his  RTI application dated 28.10.2013 filed by complainant, failing to file written submissions further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

In addition to the written reply, Shri Narinder Singh  PIO cum Executive Engineer, Div. No. 3, Water Supply and Sanitation Circle Amritsar is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing. He may take note that in case he does not file her written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 

Shri  Narinder Singh  PIO cum Executive Engineer, Div. No. 3, Water Supply and Sanitation Circle Amritsar, is  further directed to be personally present on the next fixed date alongwith written submissions, action taken report,  complete records pertaining to the RTI information sought by the complainant Shri Mangal Singh.

Appellant ,Shri  Hardeep Singh, appellant vide an RTI application dated  14.9.2013, addressed to the PIO o/o M.C. Amritsar ,sought information on 4 points pertaining to the plots/ houses/colonies of 1997 onwards to whom the no objection certificate is being as per the latest notification of the Punjab Government.
Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 14.10.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on 17.12.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing through Video Conferencing facility available through NIC was issued to both the parties for today.

During the hearing of this case through Video Conferencing facility available at  NIC Centre, Amritsar, the appellant states that only on 21.1.2014. he has received the information but the same is irrelevant, incorrect and incomplete. It is observed that though the RTI application was filed by the appellant on 14.10.2013 and first appeal was filed with the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Amritsar on 18.11.2013. Shri Parbodh Chander Bali, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 17.10.2013, addressed to PIO, o/o Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar, sought following information on five  points:

5. The name of the Deptt. who is to maintain the tree and plantation in Ram Bagh Garden and to remove /store the fallen trees.”



Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 19.11.2013- under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on 23.12.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, ibid and accordingly, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for hearing this case through Video conferencing facility  available at NIC Centre Amritsar.


During hearing of this case today, it is observed that on the receipt of RTI application by the O/O  Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar, same was transferred  by the PIO cum ADC (G) Amritsar to the (1) PIO o/o Municipal Corporation, Amritsar, (2) PIO O/O Heritage Deptt. Ram Bagh, Amritsar and  (3) Officer I/c Peshi Branch, (First Appellate Authority, o/o Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar under the provisions of section of 6 (3) of RTI Act , 2005 vide letter No. 1547, dated 14.10.2013.for providing information directly to appellant. However, no information have been  supplied  till date. Ram Bagh Garden, Amritsar and  (3) Officer I/c Peshi Branch, First Appellate Authority, o/o Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar, are directed to  send to the appellant, (i) correct, complete and duly attested  information relating to their department (ii) Above PIOs are further directed to appear before the Commission on next date of, with one spare set of information sent by them to appellant. 

It  is made clear that failure on their part to provide the information would be viewed seriously and provisions of Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 would be invoked against them.

      Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session Judge, Amritsar vide letter dated 1.11.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal on 27.12.2013 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 and accordingly, notice of hearing through Video Conferencing facility available through NIC was issued to both the parties for today.

            During hearing of this case, it is observed that certain information had been sent by the PIO cum Superintendent O/o the District & Session Judge, Amritsar to Shri Mani Joshi, appellant vide letter dated 20.12.2013. However, Shri Ashwani Kumar Joshi, father of the appellant stated before the Commission during hearing through Video Conferencing that though the appellant has been provided information, however, as per the para 5 of the RTI application dated 25.09.2013 “detail reports of candidates which were received, their examination qualifications and certified copies of certificates and other testimonials and their percentage number” have not been provided to him so far.

            At this, Shri Arvinder Pal Singh, PIO cum Superintendent stated that the first appeal of the appellant is still pending with the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session Judge, Amritsar, but appellant has not appeared before it  despite repeated notices sent to him for appearance and the first appeal has again been fixed for hearing on 25.01.2014. It is further noted that a communication vide letter dated 21.01.2014 under the signatures of District & Session Judge, Amritsar have been received in the Commission today where he has mentioned that since the first appeal of the appellant is still pending before him and fixed for hearing for 25.1.2014, appellant has no right to file second appeal before the State Information Commission.

            After hearing both the parties, it is observed that first appeal has already been fixed for hearing by the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session judge, Amritsar on 25.01.2014. After detailed discussion with the father of the appellant, he has also shown his willingness to appear before the First Appellate Authority on that date concerning the pending information  which is yet to be provided by the PIO.

            As such, the case of the appellant is remitted to the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session Judge, Amritsar with the direction to the appellant to appear before it on 25.01.2014. However, the appellant shall be at liberty to get his case re-opened before the State Information Commission later by filing a second appeal under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the Act ibid, if he still  felt aggrieved  with the decision given by the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session Judge, Amritsar in the first appeal of the appellant.

            During hearing of this case, it is observed that certain information had been sent by the PIO cum Superintendent O/o the District & Session Judge, Amritsar to Shri Gurnam Singh Virk, appellant vide letter dated 13.12.2013.             After hearing both the parties, it is observed that first appeal has already been fixed for hearing by the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session judge, Amritsar on 25.01.2014. After detailed discussion with the father of the appellant, he has also shown his willingness to appear before the First Appellate Authority on that date  to plead his case for seeking pending information which is yet to be provided by the PIO.

            As such, the case of the appellant is remitted to the First Appellate Authority cum District & Session Judge, Amritsar with the direction to the appellant to appear before him on 25.01.2014. However, the appellant shall be at liberty to get his case re-opened before the State Information Commission,  later by filing a second appeal under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the Act ibid, if he still   felt aggrieved with the decision given by the District & Session Judge, Amritsar in his first appeal. 
           As such, appeal Case is closed and disposed of.
