The RTI request is dated 06.02.2020. First appeal is dated 16.06.2020. Second  

appeal has been received in the Commission on  07.08.2020.  

The appellant, Sh.  Jasbir Singh, who appeared in person in today’s hearing, states  

that he visited the office of the respondent but incomplete information was given to him as 

information at point no. 01 is still pending. 

Sh. Gursewak Singh, Clerk, could not make himself audible to intimate the status  

of the instant appeal-case during the proceedings of the case. 

After examining the documents placed on record, it is found that the respondent  

PIO has not sent any document showing that the remaining information has been given to the 

appellant, which reflects that he is trying to delay in supplying the required information  to the 

information-seeker. The Commission took a serious view of this casual approach of the 

respondent PIO. 

In view of the above, a show cause notice under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act is  

issued to Public Information Officer concerned of office of Deputy Commissioner, Patiala, as to 

why penalty be  not  imposed upon him for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the 

RTI applicant under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.    

  He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail 

himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed in the office of State 

Information Commission, Punjab, Chandigarh, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and 

the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. A copy of this 

order be sent to him through registered post. 

Last opportunity is also given to the respondent PIO concerned to send the  

remaining information at point no. 01 of the RTI request to the appellant with a copy to the 

Commission. If information, regarding query no. 01 of the RTI request, is not available or not 

maintained in the official record, he/she (respondent-PIO concerned) will send/file a reply, in 

writing, to the particular query, to the appellant with a copy to the Commission.

An opportunity is also given to the appellant to confirm whether he has received  

the remaining information or not.  

   Both the parties i. e. the appellant and the respondent PIO are directed to be 

present with the information (already/would be supplied in the instant appeal-case) during the 

proceedings of the instant appeal-case on the next date of hearing fixed before the bench of the 

undersigned so that facts of this case could be cleared or the case would be decided on merits.
