The Commission had observed on 07.04.2016 as under:-



“The appellant is seeking certified copies of certain mutations sanctioned with reference to transfer of a land situated in Village Nada since May, 2015.   Having been made to run from pillar to post but to no avail, he has been constrained to file a second appeal with the Commission.  



Sh. Satwinder Singh Ranike, appearing on behalf of the respondent submits that these documents are missing and are not available on record.  The stance of the respondent cannot be accepted.  Sanctioned mutations are a vital revenue record.  Its loss cannot be taken lightly.  It is the duty of the concerned officials to create a duplicate copy of the same after following the due procedure to update the record and arrange to provide it to the information seeker.



However, no action seemingly has been taken by the Respondents.  The PIO is hereby directed to show cause as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day of delay subject to maximum of
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 Rs. 25,000/- from the date of default, till the complete information is furnished, be not imposed on him for causing willful delay. and disciplinary action should not be recommended to be initiated against him.  He shall file a written explanation on this before the next date of hearing.”





Sh. Manoj Kumar appearing on behalf of the respondent has submitted a copy of memo dated 17.06.2016 addressed to the Commission.  He has intimated that the certified copies of the documents after procuring the same from Naib Tehsildar, Majri has been handed over to the appellant.  The appellant seems satisfied with the information thus provided to him.  The delay according to the respondent is not intentional.  Accepting the same the appeal is disposed.

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COMPLAINT CASE NO.589/2016
providing further information can be given by the Commission.



An alternative and efficacious remedy of first appeal is available to the complainant under Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 which has not been availed in the instant case.  In case he is still unsatisfied with the information provided to him he may file an appeal with the First Appellate Authority who shall decide it after hearing the complaint in the stipulated period.

The appellant has a grievance that the land comprised in Khasra Nos. 202, 203, 204 and 205 purchased by him is devoid of any access.  He says that the revenue officials regret that they shall not be able to provide him any approach to his land in the partition proceedings for want of any original access to the aforementioned land.  There definitely seems something amiss which is desirable to be corrected.



Sh. Gurnam Singh, Naib Tehsildar appearing on behalf of the respondents submits that as far as the copy of the record is concerned it has been given to him.  He submits that ever since   
the consolidation in the year 1958-59 no passage had been provided to the land comprised in the khasras mentioned above.

The appellant has sought a copy of  policy/instructions issued by the Government with reference to the cognizance having been taken/to be taken in respect of the applicants who were found to have allegedly submitted forged certificates while applying for the post of Teaching Fellows advertised in the year 2007.  It transpires that out of 457 alleged offenders criminal complaints in respect of only 36 were filed whereas the rest have gone scot-free. The appellant seeks to know the policy/criteria having been adopted by the concerned authority to selectively book the delinquent applicants.


The respondent has provided the appellant a copy of memo dated 28.07.2010 which according to him is the policy document governing the issue. He further submits that the matter has already been considered at the level of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court and has been enquired into by a couple of Committees formed by the government.  He further states that various 
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writ petitions have been filed by the applicants thus arraigned in the case. No specific policy/document besides the above exists on the record of the government as the follow up action of the cognizance has been taken by the District Education Officers (E) who are the appointing authorities in the districts.



Be that as it is, the respondents are directed to apprise the appellant status of the subject issue and submit his aforesaid version in writing with a copy to the appellant.
