This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 21.8.2020 vide
which the case was adjourned to 29.9.2020 but on the request of the complainant the case
was further adjourned for today i.e. 23.10.2020.

3. The complainant has sought the similar information from various offices and all the offices
have sent the complaints to the Deputy Commissioner/District Revenue Officer, Ludhiana for
enquiry. Since, the complainant, sought information and the office remained the same, so the cases
of the complainant have been clubbed.

4, The complainant states that he is not satisfied with the reply given by the respondents in
these cases. He further requests to direct the respondents to provide the complete information as
per his RTI application.

5. The titled cases i.e. Complaint Case No. 353 of 2020, Complaint Case No. 356 of 2020 and
Complaint Case No. 358 of 2020, Complaint Case No. 357 of 2020 were filed by the complainant and
has sought the information from the Principal Secretary (F.C.R. ) Revenue Department, Punjab/F.C.R.
Punjab/Chief Minister, Punjab/Revenue Minister, Punjab.

With regard to the information related to the Chief Minister’s Office (Complaint Case No.

The office of the Deputy Commissioner, District Ludhiana has also transferred the RTI
application of the complainant under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 to the Deputy
Commissioner, Patiala vide No. 8451-53 dated 13.8.2020 and the representative of the
office of the Deputy Commissioner, Patiala states that no complaint has been transferred by
the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana and the office is unable to provide the
details. The representative of the respondents also states that a separate case is going on
regarding the Nabha Land Scam but that does not relates to the complainant.
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7. It is also a fact on record that the office of the Deputy Commissioner, District
Ludhiana has sent a letter bearing No. 7121 dated 11.12.2019 which is reproduced below:-

8. However, the complainant states and agreed during the hearing that he will submit
the affidavit to the office of the Deputy Commissioner, District Ludhiana and requests the
Commission to direct the respondents to take appropriate action after the receipt of an
affidavit which will be submitted in due course of time.
9. After hearing both the parties and going through the submissions of the complainant
as well as respondents it has transpired that the information i.e. action taken on the
complaint dated 14.11.2019 of the complainant as has been sought by him has been
provided. It is also a fact that the complainant has hidden from the Commission that the
office of the Deputy Commissioner, District Ludhiana has written to him regarding filing of
an affidavit in respect of his complaint. But without going into the merit of the complaint,
the respondent-Public Information Officer o/o the Deputy Commissioner, District Ludhiana
is advised to take the appropriate action on the complaint of the complainant as and when
an affidavit is filed, as demanded from him. As far as the information is concerned, the
respondents have replied/supplied the documents regarding the action taken on the
complaint of the complainant. Therefore, no cause of action is left in these cases. Hence,
the case(s) are disposed of and closed. The copies of the letters submitted by the
respondent-Public Information Officer(s) along with the annexure(s) are sent with this
order.
